' and rooming house ordinances provide
I that such buildings must be kept sani

tary and clean, ine mill! ordinance
regulates the sale of milk which must
be kept up to a high stanuard.

Mnt llavei City rrrmtln.
The ordinance regulating lodging-house-

provides that permits must be
secured from the city. It also regu
lates business and sanitary conditions,
provides for the inspection of houses,
penalties for violation and fines and
sentences that can be imposed.

The ordinance provides that a lodg-
ing bouse shall be such a building that
provides for five or more persons for
lodging. Each lodging house mast be '

provided with at least one shower or
tub bath on each floor to be supplied
with hot and cold water and open for
the free use of the lodgers at all times.

' It also provides for clean bedding, and
the keeping of the house sanitary and
clean.

Itesulitte Tenement House. j

The ordinance regulating tenement
houses also requires that permits must
be secured from the city and It regu-
lates the method of business and sani-
tary conditions of the building. These
tenement houses are to be inspected,

It also speci-
fies that the stables and yards where
the cows are kept must be clean andsanitary.
