In other words, the
elimination of waste would make it possible, if the waste
were no greater than the figures, to feed the
whole country 13 months on the supplies now consumed in
12 months; which is to say that we waste of
our food supplies.

It may be that the figures on waste are too
low by 50 percent. Certainly the full garbage can is as much
a part of American life as the full dinner pail. Food is al-

lowed to spoil or is burned or abused in the and
thrown out. That occurs in every family. In too many, left
over focd is never worked over into other and
forms, but is thrown out The waste in restaurants and in
hotel kitchens and dining rooms is very great, both by em-

ployes and patrons. People order too much food and leave a
large part of it to be thrown into the garbage cans, for good

pride themselves on using no left overs. Many
a family could be fed with the food thus wasted. The remedy
lies partly with employers and their cooks and assistants
to prepare food and with patrons to reduce
their orders to what they can eat without waste. For the
patron, that means better health and money saving as well
as food for most people eat too much.

In the homes, servants are almost invariably wasteful
la preparing food and averse to utiliring leftovers in prepar-

ing another meal. It is easier to throw out untouched por-

tions of meat and potatoes and untouched slices of bread
than to save and use them. It is the part of the mistresses
of households not only to caution servants against wasteful
practices but to show them how such wastefulness may be
avoided and then to see that their instructions are obeyed.

In families where there are no servants, housewives often
consider themselves economical with food and careful with
leftovers, and really are, but often they can surprise them-
selves with reduction in the grocery and meat bills by more
thought and the use of greater care. Some have proved it
to their own satisfaction and others can do the same. There
are people here in El Paso whose monthly food bills are no

larger now than two years ago when most articles were far
below their present cost, and yet these families are well fed.
Substitution of less expensive foods, of smaller

care to prevent loss through spoiling or burning
in the cooking, and the use of leftovers have made that
possible.

As a people, we need lessons in thrift. Many thousands
have too little food and starvation always looms just ahead
of them. The most of the people have plenty and waste
more than enough to Telieve the want of the remainder. That
should not be, but is true and one way in which it can be
rectified is to reduce of the majority, eliminate
waste, and make larger supplies thus available for sale, which
will bring down prices to the point where the very poor can
buy enough of the right kind of food to keep them well
nourished.

WAY TO SOLVE FOOD QUESTION
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THE Blancett trial at Santa Fe, counsel for the defence
IKexpressed a belief the jury might be influenced by what

termed "mob spirit" of the spectators who were
given, it seems, to loud and prolonged laughter. Inasmuch
as the judge has ruled on this point, a word of comment may
not be as applying to criminal trials in general.

There is no question but that juries in criminal trials are
open to influence, consciously or by the crowd
of spectators. If public sympathy is or against a de-

fendant, the jury cannot but sense it in the attitude and
acts that part of the courtroom back of the railing. To
prevent such influence, to the .detriment of justice, in ex-

treme cases, changes of venue are provided.
If the trial opens with no great display of feeling on the

public's part, it lies largely the attorneys how the pub-

lic mind is influenced. Counsel can or alienate juries
spectators according to their methods of obtaining the

presentation of the evidence and in their opening and closing
arguments. Counsel, then, have only thmselves to hold re-

sponsible if court room sentiment goes against their side.
In the case of the Blancett trial, the court held that a certain
facetiousness on the part of counsel for the defendant was
responsible for the attitude of the spectators.

So it is with most criminal trials. Attorneys who omit
studied brilliancy, attempts at pathos and such heroics and
confine their efforts to bringing out the evidence as plainly

frankly as possible will not lose the sympathy of jurors
spectators, and especially when their cases have a real

basis of merit.
