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United States Officials Say

They Will Pay the
City Well.

"Awakening of pubnc Interest and
a feeling of responsibility for In-

sanitary conditions which have exist-
ed in El Paso, along with the im-
portant pioneer work already done
promise much for the betterment of
our city if the momentum gained Is
not lost," said Dr. T. C. Galloway, ot
the U. S. publichealth service.

"Already considerable Improvement
Is apparent among our poorer popu-
lation since the passage of the tene-
ment and lodging house ordinances
and much more may be expected after
a little time for readjustment and the
building of new tenement houses al-
ready under construction.

Balhs Are Vital.
"Of vital Importance now is the

providing of bathing and laundry fa-
cilities for the 20,000 of El Paso's In-
habitants who are without them. Forthe average American to live In healthand decency without a chance to keep
himself and his clothes clean Is al-
most lnconcelveable. Yet probably

5 of our population live under con-
ditions which approach this.

"It Is scarcely surprising that underthese circumstances among a portion
of our inhabitants, disease is so rife,mortality Is so high and sanitarysense so little developed.

Dnngrr From Vermin."A recent investigation by the V.
S. public health service showed thatIn certain tenements 20 percent of theoccupants were louse infested. Thisis not only a situation which makspossible an explosive outbreak oftyphus at any time, but is n indexof filthiness from which the slimvfingers of disease may reach out toany home in the clty

"We talk of curing tuberculosis Inour slums, of lessening Infant mortal-ity, of stamping out typhus, of ele-vating the self respect and moraltone of our poorer people as If thesewere all distinct and, separate prob-
lems.
