Cheer Up, California
Cherries Are Quoted

1

At Only 50c a Pound
Cherries are ripe once more and

have been added to the El Paso fruitofferings. They put in their appear-
ance this week. The new arrivals are
quoted at 50 cents per pound. So far
the cherry crop has been imported
from California. The Xeir Mexico
mountain cherries aro not ready for
the market.

El Paso valley strawberries have
begun replacing the Imported berries
from California. The local crop is
selling at 15 cents a box. five cents
higher than the price asked for the
California kind.

Flour soared in price during the
week, increasing from $1.75 per sack
of II pounds to $Z. Potatoes, on the
otlier hand, took a drop. New spuds
are now quoted at three pounds for a
quarter, instead or two pounds for :;
cents; the price that prevailed last
week.

Fresh El raso Valley asparagus was
tolerably plentiful. It Is priced at 15
cents a bunch, or two for a quarter.

'iomatoes took a downward trend
and are now selling at 15 cents a
pound, a reduction of five cents.
Green beans also dropped, now quoted
at two pounds for a quarter. Beets,
carrots and turnips are selling at
three bunches for 10 cents; Oransres
are holding at their former price of
3V. 4U and i0 cents per dozen,
according to the quality, while
bananas are holding firmly at 15 to
30 cents per dozen. Apples are as
cheap as potatoes and are selling at
three pounds for a quarter.
