1SS ALICE B PREl'SS, the only
w oman attorney in El Paso, a
native of Texas, entered the El

Paso law world Tuesday morning as
assistant counsel for the reclamation
service with which she has been con-
nected since June, 1916, in the na-
tional capitol. where she conducted
research work and wrote a thesis on
water irrigation.

In addition this work Miss Preuss
was a student at the Washington Col-
lege of Law, from which she recently
received the master's degree, and has
the distinction of completing in June,
1916, the three year law course and
receiving the bachelor of arts degree
In two years. Previous to studying
common law she studied international
law with the intention of entering the
consular service, but the impending
war conditions prohibited any women
going abroad.

Miss Preuss is one of the very few
women who have voted for two presi-
dents in two different states, once in
California and once in Idaho. Before
taking up the law profession she was
president of the Equal Franchise
league In Mateo county and South San
Francisco, Calif., and is a firm, but
moderate, advocate of woman suf-
frage.

Miss Preuss was bom in Victoria,
Teias and educated in Lebanon,
Tenn since which time she has
toured nearly all the states west of
the Mississippi river.
