"Moved to ihe very depths of oui
hearts by the stirring appeals of the
president of the United States and by
tne action of congress, we accept
wholeheartedly and unreservedly the
aecree of that legislative anthority
proc!aim.ng this country to be In the
state of war.

Traffic Value Is Greater
Than in 1916 But Ex-

penses Greater Still.
Chicago. Ill, Jlay J9- - Despite the

fact that American railroads show a
gain or $79,000,000 ln traffic In the
first quarter of 1917, they suffered
a loss of 125,000,000 ln profit ln the
comparison with the same period of
a year ago, according to an announce-
ment today by the Bureau of Rail-
way News and Statistics.

Railways of the United States, the
report says, were forced to spend
$104,791,000 more In operating ex-
penses and taxes to handle $73,000,-00- 0

more traffic during the first
quarter of 1917, ln comparison with
the same months of 1916. Net operat-
ing income remaining after taxes in
spite of the addition to gross reve-
nues, fell J55.S01.000 under a year
ago.

The figures given by the bureau
apply to all railroads in the United
States.

One To nicher Taxes. In Part.
The Increased expen:i-- 3 are due to

higher taxes. Increased cost of ma-
terials and higher wages, the last
due principally to the operation ol
the Adamson law.

To do $100 in gross business the
eastern railways ln the first three
months of this Tear spent In expenses
vi9.51, against $70.78 a year ago.
southern roads spent $66.86 against
$65.92 in 1916. and western roads
spent $70.21 against $68.44, showing
the rising costs are more conspicu-
ous In the east than elsewhere.
