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Australian Boxer
drews Suggests That AUFightters Contribute to runa
for Purchase of a Monument to "Wonderful Ring
Man; Jimmy Potts Fighter as Well as Manager.

M There has probably never been
a case where so much sym-

pathy has been expressed by the pub
lic for a boxer as in the death oi
Les Darcy, Australian middleweight
champion, who came to this country
last fill for the purpose of meeting
the best mlddlewelghts in the states
and to decide the world's champion
ship between Mike GIbbon3 and him
self. The cause for the tremendous
amount of sympathy expressed In
this case can be laid to what might
be termed "the persecution of Darcy.
It was not pneumonia nor blood pois-

oning alone, that killed the young
boxer at Memphis, Temu last week.
but a complete mental breakdown
and a broken heart.

It might not be amiss at this time
to print an excerpt from a letter re-

ceived by the writer from Jack Read,
another Australian boxer. This let-
ter was dated Tulsa. Okla, May 23.
the day before Darcy died. In his
letter Mr. Read says" -- Have lust
arrived here from Memphis, where I
was with Les Darcy. It is surely
tough the way Darcy Is going, but 1

do hope there is no danger of him
passing in his checks.

The poor boy has been badly
advlred from the start and I am
poalthr, after talklnc wltk him,
that the tad treatmeat he has re-
ceived thronch followini such
advice, has been the main cause
of his mental collapac This l
nhnt he U snffcTlnir from mors
than the other eanacs srtven out.
I am coins? back to see hint when
I Ret through with my bout here.

That is only one of many instances
which go to prove that Darcy was
really sick at heart from the way he
had been hounded about from one
place to another and deprived of en-
gaging in a boxing contest of any
kind. Tha writer was a'so In receipt
of letters from Darcy. in which it
had been practically arranged to fix
up his troubles with his former pal
and manager. E. T. CSulllvan. but it
came too late. There Is no denying
the fact that Darcy was so discour-
aged and disgusted with his treat-
ment hero that he wanted to go back
to Australia and enlist from that
country, although he had already en-

listed in the aviation service of the
United States.

It mlsht not be amiss bow far
the boxers of this country te
start a fond to subscribe for si
monnment to Ijca Darcy. an
mltted champion, bat who vra
never slven a chaace Lb this
country.
It Is seldom that boxing promoter

are able to turn in and help out a
card of bouts by mixing In the game,
but that Is what Jimmy Potis, tha
Minneapolis promoter and physical
culture expert, did recently. Jimmy,
with his, brother Eddie, bought out
the Minneapolis Boxing club and
staged a show of three 1 round bonts.
Jimmy decided that he would save
time and money by taking on one of
the contestants Charley McCarthy,
of Canada so he matched himself
with the young man for 10 round
and won tne veraict. oy a smm.
What makes the performance the
more remarkable Is tha fact that
Jimmy Potts Is 39 years or ags, has
been boxing since 1899 and has taken
part In over 200 fights against tha
best lightweights of his time. Jimmy
made Chicago his home since a lad.
although' he was born at Somerset,
Wis, in ISIS.
