FIX COST OF MATERIALS

"Washington, D. C. June 20. Sec-
retary Daniels called the entire mem-
bership of the federal trade commis-
sion Into conference today and

them to ascertain without
delay the cost of production of all
basic raw materials entering Into the
manufacture of munitions or power
for the navy.

Iron and fuel
oil are Included and Mr. Daniels said
that when the production costs for
such articles were established, the
price to be paid by the navy would
be fixed, allowing' "for a fair, even
liberal profit" to the producers.

Drouth in North Texas
Ends; Corn and Wheat
Prices Reflect Changes.

TJOTE Quotations reflect closing prices
Wednesday. Juno 20.

Chicago, 31 L, June SO. Improvement In
crop prospects gave a fresh downward im-
pulse today to wheat prices. Rains in the
spring wheat region were deemed of es-
pecial advantage to the bear side of the
market. Opening quotations, which ranged
from the same as yesterday's inisb to- 3c
lower, with July at $r022.04. and Sep-

tember at Jl7t?L81, wore followed by a
material setback all around.

Country offerings of new wheat to ar-
rive increased to a notable extent and
there was no Important rally in prices.
The close was unsettled at 1 to 4c net
lower, with July at 9Z.il and September
at ji.se.

Breaking of the drouth in north Texas
and In Oklahoma, tended to ease the corn
market. Temporarily, however, talk oi
large export business caused the market
to bulge. After opening lc off to a like
advance, prices underwent a moderate
general upturn and then a sag to belsw
yesterday's close.

Later the market suffered a decided
break owing to reports that president
Wilson was likely soon to exercise his
power to place an embargo on grains ex-
ports that might reach Germany through
neutral countries. Prices closed nervous
at l6c to 4c net decline. .

Oats reflected the changes on corn
values. Trade was fairly active.

Higher quotations on hogs lifted pro-
visions. Pork and ribs were relatively
strong as compared with lard.
