A nation wide drive of one
week to recruit 70,000 men to

This is the first step in the war
organization of America's army. Next
is the task of completing the full
strength of the national guard; then
comes the selection of men for the
national army from the millions who
registered here on June 5.

Men Between 18 and 10.
The president calls upon "unmarried

men between the ages of 18 and 40
years who have no dependents and
who are not engaged in pursuits
vitally necessary to the prosecution
of the war."

This means that those between the
ages of IS and 21 and 31 and 40. as
well as the recent registrants, will
be given an opportunity for Immed-
iate training and the prospects ofearly active service.

The men receive red and
black arm bands to distinguish them
from shirkers.
