The demands are the same as the
Industrial Workers of the World hare
made elsewhere. They tonow:

"Six hour day for all underground
men- - minimn.n T2e of 16 a day for
underground workers, and $5.50 for
surface men; two men at all drills;
at least two men shall work under-
ground in all places; abolition of
sliding scale contract system bonus:
change rooms with hot and cold
water: no arn.ed men employed at
any time: no discrimination against
union men and abolition of physical
examination."

Intern. flAnal In Votlnir.
Half the copper mine workers in

this district were out today following;
the strike called late yesterday by the
Ateiai aiine worxers inausiriai union
No. 800. affiliated with the I. W. W.
Mine operators said all members of
the internat.onal Union or Mine. Mill
and Smelter Workers which is voting
today on the matter, would have re-
ported except for the unofficial word
circulated yesterday that it might be
well for the men to remain away,
averting trouble. Internationa lead
ers predicted the vote today would be
strongly against taking a strike vote.
In that event they said their men
would return to work and protection
would be arranged.
