MULH0LLAN IS DISMISSED

Nathaniel Bradley Mulhollan
released from federal custody Thurs
day. after he was given a preliminary
hearinir before United States commis
sioner Samuel L. Kelly on a charge
of failure to register on June 5- - He
produced proof that he bad registered
at Marshall, Tex., showing card 43S,
precinct 7. in that city.

He has left tte
immigration service, it was said Fri-
day morning.
