mote Better Feeling.

glien at Hotel Paso del Norte Tues-
day at noon by the El P.iso chamber
of commerce in honor of Gov. Amulfo
Gonzalez, nf Chihuahua and other
Mexican officials and business

were made In English and
Spanish. Both El Pasoans and Juarex
business men expressed the hope that
soon the United States and Mexico
would have a better understanding
and that the ties that bind one will
also bind the other nation.

The keynote speech was made by
John M. Wyatt, president of the
chamber of commerce of this city,
who said that he soon hoped to see
tbe business men of Kl Paso and
those of Juarez Bit better acquainted.
He said he hoped a trade excursion
could be arranged which would carry
the members of the chamber of com-
merce of the two cities on a tour
through the republic of Mexico to re-

store confidence in the business men
and to demonstrate that the Ameri-
can people sympathized with Mexico
in her struggle to bring peace and
prosperity out of chaos.

Gonzales PralaeM Fletcher.
Gov. Gonzalez was the first

introduced and spoke in Spanish. He
?' tribute, to ambassador Henry P.
Fletcher, who. he said, was largely
responsible for having the food em-
bargo lifted by the United States to
permit foodstuffs to be shipped to
Mexico.

The speaker said he deemed it sn
honor to attend such a function given
by the men of the "Colossu of the
North. He said It was the hope and
desire of the officials of the Mexican
government to give aid and protec
tion to its cu iiens ana to aipo s've
similar protection to the peoples of
other nations.

The state executive said that thft
action of the Washington government
in lifting the embargo showed the
confidence of the I'nited States in
Mexico's ability to bnn peace and
prosperity out of tbe ruins of the
revolution. He closed by expressing
the wish that the people of the
United States and Mexico would fur-
ther cement their business and social
relations.

TclU of Old Time Rdatlen.

We en-
joy the same social an' business rela-
tions. We of El Paso only hope that
this is only the the first of many
similar friendly and cordial meetings
of the people of the two cities.

"Mexico has nothing to fear from
the truth and only to fear false re-
ports that are circulated. We of EI
Paso will deote ourselves to spread
ing true reports about Mexico, n e

Martinez Like- - --Bet Tojtefher- - Idea.

A brief but very interesting talk
was made in Spanish by Angel Mar-
tinez, president of the Juarez cham-
ber of commerce, in which he said
that he hoped many similar "feet to-
gether" meetings of this character
would be held by the business men of
the two republics. He said that the
interests of Juarez and El Paso were
mutual and that so were the Inter-ea- ts

of the two countries.
Mr. Wyatt made a very interesting

talk on the relations of the two cities
and nations which wan translated by
Robert V. Pesqueira, fiscal agent here
of the Mexican republic.

Spells Better Kelnllons.
"I deem it a pleasure tn be present

at a dinner which spells tre resump-
tion of friendly relations between El
Paso and Juarez, the United States
and Mexico," he said "If El raso
prospers it means prosperity for
Juarez. If Juarez prospers it means
prosperity for El Paso. If Texas
prospers so will Chihuahua prosper
and if Chihuahua prospers likewise
will Texas prosper.

"Mexico has many wonderful
natural resources and industries.
There is much produced in Mexico
that the United States will buy and
there is much produced and raised in
the I'mtcd States that Mexico wants.
So the business re;at:ons of both
countries are mutual.

"Close relations should exist be-
tween both countries. I propose
that the chamber of commerce or the
two cities set in motion a trade ex-
cursion or boosting trip which will be
attended by the business men of the
two cities: that we will then tour
Mexico, so that the people of that
country can better see the sympathy
the people of this country have for
them and to further social and busi-ne-

relations, and that henceforth
that the international boundry line
between the two countries will be
only an Imaginary one."

Speaks Of Mexico's Problem.
Mr-- Pesqueira pictured the prob-

lems that Mexico has to face and of
it desire to become further cemented
with the United States in business and
social relations. He said that in
Mexico there are many people w ho
are today living in the 17th century,
others in the present century and
still others a century ahead of thepresent day. This is one of Mexico's
greatest problems he said. The speak-
er spoke of the peon farmer who has
no education.

Skjh People N'eed XSdueatlon.
Mr. Pesqueira said that many peo-

ple of Mexico were destitute and that
there was a scarcity of schools. He
said that one of the chief aims of theCarranza government was to secure
better educational facilities for thepeople.

The speaker said that the revolu-
tions of Mexico were not directedagainst certain peoples with a view
of looting the treasury and looting
cities. But that it was a revolt totry and better the conditions of thepoorer people who are people with-
out aa education.

Mr. Pesqueria praised the Wilson
administration, saying: that the presi-
dent and congress had shown much
patience with Mexico. He said that
often Mexico did not do everything
exactly ripht. hut that the United
States thought they were trying to
rir v.ht was best and for this reason
v.ere more than patient. He said the
benefits to be derived by the United
Mates and Mexico In-- more friendly
relations "Wei e mutual. Several other
speakers spoke during the afternoon.

U. S. Wants Carranza Gov- -

eminent to uust ud- -

noxious Germans.
Washington, l. C, July 31- - When

ambassador Henry P. Fletcher returns
to Mexico City he will be prepared to
make representations to the Mexican
government regarding th links be-

tween German agents In Mexico and
Berlin and between German agents in
Mexico and those still lurking in tbe
United States.

The integrity of the Mexican gov-

ernment is not called into question.
In fact, the United States feels that
the Mexican government is itself con-
siderably embarrassed by the ef-
frontery of German agents and that
the time is not Car distant when or-
ient representations may be made by
the Carranza government to certain
representatives in Mexico of the Ger-
man foreign office.

The I'm ted States has evidence in
abundance of the German activity in
Mexico in spreading propaganda in-
imical to the United States and the
entente allies. How far the agents
have gone in communicating informa-
tion to Germany by mail or otherwise
is not known.

Agents of the American government
are paying particular attention to
Richard Eersbusch. German consul at
Tampieo. It will be pointed out to
the Mexican government that in the
event of reasonable proof of undue
activities by any German diplomat or
onsul. precedent for his expulsion

trom the country can be found in the
dismissal of Dr. Constant in Dumba.
