P. Rogers, will furnish blanks on
which the boys will report every
night to their respective scout
masters. These blanks will then be
turned over to the health authorities,
who will take the necessary steps
in the matter.

Saturday, "to have the assistance of
these trained and organised boys In
our cleanup week and swat the fly
campaign, and I urge everyone to
show the boys every courtesy pos-
sible, as they are rendering a great

ease by fighting Insect pests."

Instruction In Two Langnacrs.
The boys will also distribute cards

calling everyone's attention to the
patriotic duty at home," to abate un-

sanitary conditions and thus banish
the flv and mosquito. Similar In-

structions will be printed In Spanish
for those who cannot read English.

Tells of Fly's Menace.
As proof of the undeslrabillty of

the following, contained In "Fly
Catechism," issued by the state board
of health:

"Over 6.SOO.OO0 germs have been
found on the body of a single fly.
There were about 13,859 cases of ty-
phoid fever and about 1535 deaths from
typhoid In Texas last year, as well
as IS34 deaths from enteritis, and a
great many other unnecessary deaths;
and the germs carried by flies caused
a great part of these deaths. More
than 7500 babies under five years of
age die every year. Many of these
deaths are due to flies carrying dis-
ease to babies' food."

It seems to me that
the more trade relations which are
encouraged between El Paso and Jua
rex and Indeed, all Mexico, will be to
the advantage of both the United
State and that country. EI Paso
should be the trade.pleasure and social
center for Mexico, and this can only
be accomplished by the efforts of the
best citizens.

Itelleiex In Land Development.
"Another Important thing to the

growth of this district which s not
getting enough attention from the
people of El Paso Is the developing of
the land which was reclaimed by
waters from the Elephant Butte dam.
Mr. Bradley said. 'The government
spent many millions of dollars for El
Paso's benefit, and the fullest de-

velopment of the valley land should
be of the first Importance to those
who take the Interests of the country
to heart. The land and climate here
are both favorable for the most In-

tense cultivation, and the develop-
ment of the land means not only
cheaper living, but will produce from
IS to 20 millions of dollars annually
of direct benefit to El Paso."

Hundreds of workmen are employed
constructing changes In buildings at
Fort Bliss, and many more changes
are expected to be undertaken In the
near future it was asserted Saturday.
It is expected that warehouses will
be built along the new railroad
tracks which have been completed by
the government connecting the new
G. H. & S. A. spur, which has been
recently run Into the reservation from
Alfalfa station and also along the
tracks of the El Paso Southwestern
railroad. There are now five rail-
road switches In the reservation and
more tracks may be laid.

The new pumping system is com-
pleted, and the sewer connection is
practically finished with the excep-
tion of a few short spurs through
the infantry camp. Extensions have
been made in the old bakery, a new
bakery is contemplated, and the in-

sulation of new ovens will make this
the largest and most complete bakery
at any military post.

Engineer Murphy Says It's
Necessary, Like Sanita-

tion for Humans.
Why Is drainage necessary, and

what are the benefits derived from
It?" were two questions answered by
D. W. Murphy, drainage engineer In
charge of drainage at 2 projects of

the reclamation service. Saturday.
"These are questions frequently

asked concerning irrigated lands;
they are equally applicable to lands
of the humid areas when water for

use of crops is supplied directly
by rainfall." said Mr. Murphy.

"Perhaps the best answers that can
be made Drainage is necessary
over a large part of the agricultural
areas of the United States, In order
to keep soils in proper physical con-

dition for growth of crops; the
benefits which are derived from it
are surer and larger crop yields.
Soils require care to maintain their
productivity, and drainage is one of
the important factors in their care.
It may be said that proper drainage
is to agricultural lands what proper
sanitation Is to human health.

Increases Land Value.
"Examples are common where,

without drainage, lands would be
wholly unproductive; in most cases,
however, it may be regarded as
means increasing land values by
making possible greater returns in
crop values. In other words, the ul-

timate benefits of drainage are not
to be measured by the areas actually
reclaimed from a useless condition,
but also by those whose crop pro-
ducing value Is Increased," said Mr.
Murphy.

Is Safe Investment.
"It has been stated that the amount

of land reclaimed througn drainage
in the United States exceeds that re-
claimed through irrigation. This
statement cannot be questioned by
one familiar with drainage opera-
tions in the various states. The work
that has been done and results
achieved, both In the humid and arid
regions, are sufficient to show that
drainage is possible, and that money
expended for it is a safe Investment."
