Again we define the word "na-
tionalism," and indicate the exact
sense in which we use the term, mak-
ing sure that it has all of us one
and the meaning.

Definition of
Now, I am desirous that we should

be in complete rappo.-- t as regards the
idea or which "nationalism is a sign.

"Nationalism" is the notion which
citizens have of their own nation as
a nation. It Is what they think of
themselves collectively In their na
tional capacity. You know that the
citlsen of every nation think it

matter of great consequence that
they should a nation. They think

nation is a inmg ot maiapensioie
worth to the individual man or wo
man. this respect the German
citizen is no exception to the rule.
He is very sure that the German em-
pire as an empire is a thing of great
value both to the German individual
and to the whole world of men
welL Hence, for the most part, the
"nationalism" of the German citizen
is all of a piece with the nationalisms
of other nationalities. But while the
nationalism of the average German
citizen differs very little as to sort
from the nationalism of the average
Englishman, Frenchman, Russian or
American, it differs very considerably
In ooint of degree. In our examina
tion of the German nationalism we
are not much concerned with the fact
that the average citizen is patriotic
is lpyal to his government, and fights
at Its behest. No matter bow bad the
nation may be. the average citizen,
the world around, from Sweden to
Slam, and from Russia to Lruguay, Is
patriotic He is loyal to the govern
mentw'ratTer " happens to be, and
emment In behalf of the one under
which he lives. The only thing we
find to remark about the nationalism
of the Germans in Germany is the
degree in which they glorify their
nation, the degree in which they are
patriotic, the extent to which they
will employ violence, and Slav at
its command regardless of whether
tne position or tne government is
right or wrong.

Pnta f.ennnnr Above Slanklnil.
What we find to be so essentially

baa in tne uerman nationalism ls
thing which in smaller quantities is
generally held to good in other
people. It is not that the German ls
devoted to the welfare of German
citizens. It is that he is devoted to
them so exclusively that he is ready
to sacrifice all others sorts of citi-
zens in the interest of what he con-
ceives to be Germans' good. He

the good of German citizens above
the good of the whole human race,
and he puts the laws of the German
empire above the essential laws of
humanity. It ls on this account that

holds that what is necessary for
him to do as a German citizen
be right, and must be right becausenecessary to German interests regard-
less of how great a crime It may
against mankind.

Last Sunday night we examined Into
the nature of nations all nations.
We examined into the nature of the
nation as a form of human association
and collective activity, and we 6a w
that a nation as distinguished from
all other forms of other social or-
ganization ls the material interests of
the whole community organized as a
corporation and dominating the com-
munity's affairs. The size of the
community and the number of people
composing the nation in this instance
are determined by the amount land
incorporated and the number of peo-
ple living on that Incorporated land.
Whether the nation is a monarchy, a
republic, a democracy or a theocracy
is a matter of corporate form a mat-
ter of how the vested Interests of
the community are constituted and
limited In the articles of incorpora-
tion as written or understood. As
they come into the purview of history
in ancient times all nations are

without exception.
In the case of the Japanese nation

we have a typical specimen of the an-
cient nation broucht down into the
modem world. The head of the na-
tion as such ls an incarnation of the
deitv: he rules by divine authority.
Obedience to the emperor is the su-
preme reliplous obligation The only
becominc-- decree of reverence in the

In the case of the German nation
we observe what amounts to a fairly
complete: reversion to type. It de-
serves here to be said, in passing,
that, on the whole, the influence of
the Roman Catholic hierarchy seems
to have operated everywhere in some
degTee, at least, to restrain this ten-
dency a statement which we wish
could also be made for Protestant
state churches.

The thlner to forever keep In mind
In every consideration of the nation
as indeed in everytmng else is tne
essential nature of the thing you have
to deal with. The essential nature of
the nation is material interests. The
nation is the property oossessorship
and business activities or. tne com
munity, organized as a corporation
and determining the community's or
der. In tne tribal nenod or civiliza
tion, before the nation developed as
the dominant form of the community.
the life of the community was sunor-dlnate- d

to the interests of kinship.
In the national period the life of the
community is subordinated to the in
tcrests of material gain.

Authority Over Life of Men.
In the ease of the German nation

we have exactly this: the vested In-
teres ts cf the German community in
vested with a transcendent authority
over the life of the individual man In
virtue of which authority these in
terests become the determining nrln
ciple of moral right and wrong. What
ls right in a given situation for a
German citizen? Answer: Whatever
is to the advantage of the German
national corporation. What Is wrong
In any given situation lor a uerman
citizen? Answer: Whatever is not
to the advantage of the German na-
tional corporation.

All scruples arising from natural
human Instinct, and suggesting that
right and wrong are not matters to be
determined either by geography or
bv material Interests all scruples
about right and wrong as being mat
ters determined by the nature oi uoa

all such scruples are put aside on
the theory that for the people of the
German empire there is no higher law,
because Germany itself Is an arrange-
ment of God.

In Conflict With Catholicism.
Now we arrive at the matter of

German nationalism in its conflict
with Roman Catholicism over the
question of which shall be the dom-
inant principle in the form of the
German community.

weiore remarking in any wise upon
Roman Catholicism I wish to disclaim
any disposition on my own part to
condemn the Roman Catholic church
as compared with other religious or-
ganizations in relation to the German
national religion, i ne xacts, in so rar
as I have been able to understand
them would not warrant anv such
condemnation. Valid issues between
Protestantism and Roman Catholicism
are not to he raised on these immedi-
ate grounds. Any notion to the effect
that i am pronouncing unfavorable
judgment on Roman Catholicism as
compared with Protestantism In this
connection can arise onlv from ichildish misconception of worda 1

I hope that everybody will clearly
understand that In the disarrange-
ment with which we are having to do,
I have no notion of condemning Ro
man Catholicism as compared with
Protestant church organizations.

munity as a supernatural institutionpermanent religioti; corporation

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To Catholics, the Mass Is

To those of other faiths nothing seems
to be more mysterious than the mass.
A brief explanation may clear the
minds of those Interested who still
yearn for some exact definition, and
which after all ls so simple.

From this point of view nothing Is
more natural and nothing, indeed, is
more logical that the Catholic claim
of Infallibility for the church corpor-
ation. If the Catholic church Is the
embodied and outwardly organized
word and Holy Spirit, incorporated,
chartered and authoritated under the
government of the Most High, how
can the church err? It can not. To
accuse the church of error is to ac-
cuse God Himself. (Perrone. TheoL
dogm.

In the Protestant idea of the church
there are inner considerations De- -
longing to the consciousness of the
individual that identify the true mem -
ber of the community of Christ. Hence
among Protestants there is no small!
degree of uncertainty as to lust howA.nrr,extensive tne true is. anrf u,
to who its true members are. But
among Catholics there is no such un- -
certainty. "The Church." says Car- -
dinal Bellarmln, "ia an organized o- i

cial body as visible and palpable as '

the Roman people, tne republic or
ven Ice. or the kingdom of France.
It Is a true state to which one be-
longs by a corporate and outward and
visible tie.

Tiro Sorts of Members.
The Catholic church, like every po-

litical state. Includes two sorts of
members, the good and the evil: do-
cile subjects and those rebellious and
impious. (Rom. Catechism, 1:10, S.)
Here as elsewhere, it is held to be
the function of those who are in po-

sitions of legitimate authority to pre-
serve the good, and to subdue the evil

y exnoriauons ana cnasiisemenis. as
in political states, so in the Catholic
church, alrscriance
in an oath or covenant. In either the
state or the Catholic church a person
may oe lisiojai or reoemous t, iall that, he remains none the less a,
subject of the corporation, and the
corporation Usui nsa un r'5"i- l"
ciaim mm.

The Catholic theory rests, as was
stated at the beginning, upon the al- -l

leged fact of a supernatural Institu-
tion. The corporeal church is not the
effect of an inner consciousness. It
ls not a manifestation of the psycho-
logical and social law which says that
every religion shall create a society
as Its outward expression. On the
contrary, the- Roman Catholic church
is in theory a miraculous creation of
God. Such ls the doctrine of Augus-
tine, and Bousset and Leo XIII.

I have endeavored to state with
fairness the Catholic Idea as that Idea
prevails in the Roman Catholic
church. It is wholly apart from my
purpose on this occasion to m any
way take Isue with this theory, or
can it in question. -- or snail i at'
tempt to show that, however imposing
may be the destiny of the Roman
Catholic church, and however lofty Its
birth. Its development, its triumphs,
and its claims for the future. Its re-
verses are none the less a series of
incidents occurring In natural
auence. conditioned bv the circum
stances of time and place following
the general channel or all otner His-
toric phenomena, wherein the social
forces of two thousand years meet
and mingle with never a bint or ml
raculous interference. Nor shall we
take the course of our two previous
lectures and attempt to develop in
this connection the fact that all so-

cieties of former days, whether tribal,
national or imperial, were equally at-
tributed to divine origin, and show
how the true historian is always able
to trace beneath the golden haze of
legend and tradition the ordinary
course of human arrangements a
course everywhere "marked by the
same struggles, vicissitudes, misfor-
tunes and final disappointments. Nor
will we give place to any observa-
tions, however pertinent they may
seem to be. on the phenomenon that
everywhere In the history of human
institutions it is only after an or-

ganized political power has actually
exercised the function of an infallible
oracle that anybody ever dreams ofj
justifying it in tneory. ror win we
