MEXICO TALKS OF HAVING

AIRPLANE MAIL ROUTES
Plans for the establishment of

regular mail service by airplane be
tween Mexico uity ana various im-
portant centers of population in the
republic is being discussed by the
Mexican government, according to in-
formation received by the Mexican
consulate In El Paso.

"While other countries are devot-
ing all their energies to the specialisa-
tion of aeronautics for warfare. Mexi-
co is using her energies to use air-
planes for commercial work," said
consulate Inspector Andres Garcia.
"During the administration of presi-
dent Madero he sent several young
men to the United States to study
aeronautics, chief among them being
two cousins namea juoerto ana uuo-tav- o

Salinas of Cuarto Clenegas Coah."
