University.
Austin. Texas. Sept. 18. Curiosity

as to whether governor James K. Fer-

guson's counsel would ask him about
the J15S.50O in currency, which he re-

ceived in loans from unknown friends
In the early months of this year, was
the prevailing sentiment around the
capitol today as the senate high court
of impeachment reconvened. Yester-
day when article number 11 of the
bill of Impeachment, charging the
governor's failure to explain the
source of the cash loans constituted
official misconduct, was reached, W.
A. Hanger, the governor's chief coun-

sel, passed it by and proceeded to con- -
rfriM-atlo- of article number 1!.

Article number 11 is one of five ar-

ticles which the governor has not yet
covered.

THttHM Coiutrnlns: University.
Charges referring to university

matters were answered by governor
Ferguson this morning. Taking up
first bis reasons for the veto of Jie
university appropriations, he again
declared his belief that the student
mob was formed and acted with the
knowledge, consent and approval of
the faculty In an effort to browbeat
the governor and board of regents.
The governor Insisted that he is not
opposed to the university or higher
education.

-- I am for higher education if it don't
get too high." the governor said.

--Too high In cost you mean." asked
Mr. Hanger. The witness answered
"yes."

Conld Do Without Appropriation.
The governor explained that the

university naa anouc ?w.vw per an
num exclusive of legislative aDDro
priations and be thought under
economical administration. It could get
through a year on this and he would
then be willing to approve deficiency
warrants. He said he felt that the
Institution waa trying to grow bigger
than the people who supported it.

The governor Insisted that he did
not violate the Dayton resolution by
his attacks on the faculty members
nntll after tne "student moo- - naa
violated the Dayton resolution and
reopened the warfare.

Drinss Hp CIlls Matter.
The governor repeated his charges

against Dr. A. Caswell Ellis, insisting
that this member or tne lacutty
charged for work which he should
have done gratis under his employ
ment by the university. The governor
introduced into evidence letters writ-
ten by Dr. Kills and contracts under
wmen ne periormea wont tor various
school boards of Texas.

Dlnloyalty Charge.
On the disloyalty charge, the gov-

ernor read editorials from the Dally
Texan, showing that a negro express'
wagon driver received several votes
for governor In the university neigh-
borhood at the November election,
when Ferguson was the Democratic
candidate. The governor made it clear
tnat tne disloyalty reierera to was
disloyalty to the state and not the
national government.

vestigation. The senate, after theimpeachment court had recessed lateMonday, adopted by a vote of IS to 7
a resolution providing for a commit-
tee of 11 members to make the rj.

There will, as a result, be 41 law-
makers engaged in this wholesale in-
vestigation, besides a corps of expert
auditors and stenographers. By an
amendment adopted to the house res-
olution, the committees from both
branches are to work together.
