As they are cut they are tenderly placed in
trays and carried to the drying barns. Again tender handling is necessary. If a leaf
is bruised, even by a touch of the finger, it shows a blemish in the finished cigar. At
the barns the Cuban girls sew the stems of two leaves at a time together and hang
them on drying poles until the leaves reach the right color. Then they are up in
bundles, these are shaped into bales which are covered with nature's covering the
bark of the royal palm and thus shipped to the respective purchasers.

A large percentage of the best Cuban tobacco goes direct to the big Cuesta, Rey

& Co. factory and warehouse in Havana. Here it is carefully assorted, stripped and
stored away to await its sea voyage to the Cuesta-Re-y factory, in Tampa, Fla., where
it is made into cigars under United States Government supervision without incurring
the exorbitant duty charged on cigars made from the same grade of tobacco in Havana.

Shipments are made to Tampa every week as needed, and on arrival there pass
