In 1769, a French mechanic Joseph
Cugnot, succeeded in propelling by
steam a small wooden car of his own
design, and developed It to the point
where it drew a piece of artillery
a mile in 20 minutes. This car burned
wood and was able to carry enough
fuel to keep It in motion for more
than an hour. The unwieldy ma
chine wrecked itself, however, and
Cugnot lost heart In his work. Two
years ago France erected a statue to
him as the inventor of the horseless
vehicle.

After the failure of numerous ex-
periments In England and France
shortly following the appearance of
Cugnot's Invention, the horseless ve-
hicle appeared to have been a per-
petual motion proposition until 1830
when new discoveries in steam ma-
chinery directed renewed attention
to it

From 1830 to 1880 much progress
was made In the study of the horse-
less carriage, and some promising re.
suits were obtained. The invention
of the four-cyc- le gasoline engine by
tne i renenman, Lenoir, paved tbaway for the successful automobile.
The use of electrical ignition for In
ternal combustion engines was the
last step In a series of events that
led up to Klwood Haynes's Invention
01 tne modern motor car in issj.
