Whether this outline really represents the peace terras

France also has said that a full and free election,
with no "floaters" or "repeaters" rang in by Germany,
would show the French, sentiment. It is remarkable that
Germany should even consent to a vote of the inhabitants
on this proposition, since every German official and prom-
inent publicist it is believed there are no exceptions has
declared the future of Alsace-Lorrai- is not open to discus-
sion; that it must remain German.
