Urges Conservation of Fats.
Under a pressing demand for In-

creased production of all fats and oils,
the bureau of markets at Washing-
ton, D. C has urged that every ef-

fort be made to conserve all the avail-
able raw materials by the removal of
all kinds of kidney fat and suet from
hindquarters at the packing houses,
instead of shipping it to the branch
houses and consignees. The packer
would not only save a much larger
percentage of fat for edible purposes,
but in addition would save a tremen-
dous amount in freight charges as
well.
