A the Zunls held their great an- -
X Ja. noai ceremonial feasts anu
dances at their pueblo in western
New Mexico. For almost the first
time, a number of tourists penetrated
the 40 miles that lis between the
pueblo and the railroad to witness the
ceremonies, and as a result the Zunl
are beginning to be known to fame.
Long familiar to students of ethnol-- ;
ogy, their peculiar talents are quite
unknown to the general public

The Zunl Indians are probably the
greatest runners the world has ever
seen. Their feats In this direction are
such that any man who would try to
recount them all would Inevitably
lose bis reputation for veracity. But
in looking at the lean brown boy who
will run down a wild horse or a deer
and hardly lose his breath over It, one
must remember thst the lad has npt
only been trained to run from the
time he could first stand on his little
feet without tumbling down, but his
tnininf v httnn a. thousand
years ago. He come of u tribe that has
specianzea in running buics itos
fore Columbus was born.

Most of the southwestern Indians
are noted as "horse" Indians thei
Comanches. the Apaches, and tho sL

Tho Zunl never cared fori
horses. They preferred their own legs.
The young men of the tribe can out-- j

run any horse. If the distance be only
long enough. When Maratljon races
were popular a few years ago. an
American took two Zunis and entered
them in a 20 mile race in a little
southwestern city. They passed their
white competitors so often on a halt
mile circular track, that all of the
white men dropped out before the
race was half over. The Indians, run- -
nlng against time. Just failed to break
the world's record for the distance, to
the great disappointment of their
American manager. "The distance- is
too short." he said "If it was 40 miles.
I know they'd break It. and In a "
mile rnn. there's nobody in the world
could stay near them." At which his
friends laughed unbelievingly, but he
was telling something not far from
the truth, at worst

One method the Zunl practice for
keeping In trim is their tribal sport,
which was witnessed for the first time
by a number of Americans at
the recent ceremonies. This game
Is known os "klck-the-stlc- and
Is a sort of hockey played with the
bare feet The stick Is a bit of wood
three or four inches long, and each
team tries to kick It down a long
course to a goal. So expert are the
players and so fast do they travel,
that a number of spectators wore out
their horses trying to keep up with
tne game.
