sonal representative of Herbert
Hoover, attached to the staff of E. A.
Poden. state food administrator at
1 louston. was evident at an enthuslas-ti- c

meeting in the First Christian
church Monday evening; attended by
500 wholesale and retail food dealers
of the city and employes. The meet
ing closed a series of meetings dur
ing the day, at which Mr. Steele ex
plained the need for the various rules
and regulations promulgated by the
rational food commission.

In order to secure a record attend
ance at the meeting every crocer and
meat dealer in the city was notified

and Dealers; Urges Butch-

ers' to Close Tuesdays.
and pork products, and we must not
waste any pork or pork offaL"

Why Xot Cut Out Porkt
After telling that It was the object

to make Sunday a porkless day as well
as Saturday. Mr. Steele asked:

"Why not cut pork ont altogether?"
He declared that cotton, which bad

more food value per acre than corn,
offered a good substitute for pork,
among the products being oil, meal
and flour.

The meatless day was also dis-
cussed, and he described how a sup-
ply of meat necessary for the army
uaa oeeu accumulated.

Urcres Tnesdav Mm! Cloalnir.
He urged the closing of meat shops

by general agreement on Tuesdays,
and told how a gentlemen's agreement
had been made between meat dealers
and grocers all over the United States
lor tne stopping of meat sales on thatday. In case small dealers would notagree, he stated that they had been
blacklisted.

To a question from James A. Dick.
Mr. Steele stated that the sale of
canned meats by wholesale grocers
was ooi to oe stopped on any certaindays, that it was a question between
the retailer and consumer.

To J. C Peyton he stated that the
sale of fish was all right and shops
might be opened for that purpose on
meatless days.

Armour's Will Observe Rales.
J. S. Thompson, representing the

Armour Packing company, declared
that his company stood ready to ob-
serve any and all rules laid down by
the food administration. He asked
if local rules would govern the sale
of meat- - by wholesalers to Arizona
points, to wnicn Mr. Steele replied, no.

That powdered milk was belnc sold
to Mexican points, was stated by
George H. Clements, district food ad-
ministrator,

Gives Cash-Car- ry Information.
Information about the "cash and

carry" price system, as applied to
meat dealers, was. asked for bv Mr.
Peyton. Mr. Steele. In reply, told of
tne scale or. cnarges maae by Houston
merchants for delivery. 10 cents for
amounts up to la. eta

The case of Arizona, where meat
was allowed on meatless days, was
orougnt up oy uiiver a. uameison.
Mr. Peyton stated that It was dne to
an Influx of China meat on the Pacific
coast.

Mr. Thompson brought ud cases
where wholesalers had been overload
ed and had sold cheap. If retailers
were forced to charge on the basis of
cost, as ruled by the food adminis-
tration, this would work a hardship
on dealers wno bad meat Domrnt at
rugner prices, be said.

air. bteeie suggested cooperation
among tne various dealers as
remedy.

Poke at Hotel Menn.
"When you get overloaded with

meat, why not sell cheap to the res-
taurants and hotels, instead of selling
to tne dealers, interjected ic Burt
ursaonr.

This caused cTcat lauchter. but Mr.
Steele turned the laugh on Mr. Orn-
dorff. He replied:

"That would be fine If you would
promise to make the cheap price ex
tena to tne notei menu."

Speaking seriously. Mr. Steele ad'
vised Mr. Thompson to send details to
the food administration and ask tor
a ruling on the question.

Get License or Softer Penalty.
ter the meat men- - had gone, the

meeting resolved itself Into a. meeting
of bakers, hotel and restaurant men.
Bakers were warned that they 'must
get a license or suffer heavy penal-lie- s.

He also advised bakers to read
the rules and regulations very care-
fully and follow them to the letter.

The startling fact that no substi-
tutes for wheat flour could be had In
la Paso was brought out by L. C
Klltteng, Danish consulting baker.

"We have tried to get substitutes
and can't," he declared.

Tries. Bnt Gets One Iteply.
When the "buck was passed to the

wholesalers, James A. Sick arose and
declared that he had written to 35
houses about substitutes and had only
received one favorable reply.

Mr. Steele then stated that he would
take the matter up Immediately with
the state food administration and see
that such substitutes as corn flour,
rice flour and others, were shipped
Immediately for the El Paso market.

Says ITse Liberty Goods.
How Liberty bread, containing 20

percent substitutes, and Liberty
pastry, containing SS 3 percent sub
stitutes, could be used on wheatless
days at restaurants, provided they
were served dally, was told by Mr.
Steele.

Mr. Orndorff brought' up the ques-
tion of using perishable meats, such
as brains, livers, etc on meatless
days, but Mr. Steele replied that these
were encouraged on meatless days,
so as to aid in the meat conservation
movement

Pledge Support to Administration.
At the close of the meeting Mr.

Orndorff offered a resolution pledg-
ing the support of the bakers, hotel
and restaurant men to all rules of the
food administration. This was car-
ried by a rising vote.

Mr. Orndorff announced that a
meeting of hotel and restaurant men
would be held Wednesday afternoon
at 3 oclock at the Hotel Sheldon grill
room for the purpose of perfecting
plans of organization to carry out the
rules and regulations oi tne iooa ad-
ministration.

SDeaking to the bakers. Charles C
Powell announced that a meeting
would be held at the Hotel Sheldon
the same afternoon at 2 oclock for the
purpose of organizing to support the
food administration.

Woman's Meeting Kept Waiting.
On account of the length of the ses-

sion at the chamber of commerce a
large audience of about S00 house-
wives at the T. W. C A. were kept
waiting 40 minutes for the arrival of
Mr. Steele to speak to them.

Prior to the address, H. M. Colvln,
chaneelor of the College of the City
of El Paso, announced the commence
ment of a course in food conservation
at that institution.

The address of Mr. Steele at the
women's meeting was in many ways
similar to those delivered earlier In
the day. but he brought out some new
points, especially along those lines
specially interesting to the women.

Soldier Unit Have nation.
"When Gen. Pershing was asked by

the frencn stair tnat American soi
dlers adopt the French ration, he re-
plied, 'Nothing doing. The American
soldier has been guaranteed his ration
and mnst tret It." Mr. Steele said.

Saving waste was the way in wht'h
the house wife could aid most, he ex-
plained. It was a personal matter
with everyone, he declared.

"We must all realize," he said, "this Is
my war. I am Just as mucn a somier
as if I were In uniform and saluted
my superior officer, for America Is
building the wonder army of the
world."

In the latter nart of his address he
outlined saving methods as applied
to tats ana sugar.

Mr. Steele was Introduced by Mrs.
E. J. Tlghe. At the conclusion, liter-
ature was distributed to housewives
at the door.

Morris Says Men Paid for
40 Hours a Week, Even

If They Work Less.
Chicago. I1L, Feb. IS. Morris & Co.

guarantee their employes a minimum
of 40 hours a week and pay them for
40 hours whether they work that much
or not, said Kelson Morris, bead of
the company. In testifying today be
fore Judge Samuel Alschuler, arbl
trator of the demands of the packing
house employes for the eight hour day
and higher wages.

Mr. Morris said that he was 2G years
old and chairman of the board of di
rectors of the company. A younger
brother. Edward Morris, Jr., he said,
was president. ,

The company operates plants at
Chicago, East St. Louis, ivansas city,
St Joseph, Omaha and Oklahoma City
and does some killing at New Orleans,
but has no. plant there. Joseph Stern
& Co, of New York, which caters to
the kosher trade, he said. Is a sub-
sidiary of Morris & Co. He gave the
dally killing capacity of the Chicago
plant as 1800 cattle. 4000 hogs and
2000 sheep.

To Settle By Arbitration.
Mr. Morris was questioned by Frank

P. Walsh, attorney for the men.
"Have you ever considered the de-

mands of the men?" asked Mr. Walsh.
"Tes; many times."
"Did you reach the decision?"
"No; because we decided to settle by

arbitration."
Sir. Morris ontlined the benevolent

and welfare departments of the com
pany and remarked tnat many em-

ployes do not join.
"It seems to be a. failing of human

nature to care more for the immedi-
ate present than for the future." com-
mented the witness. "I suppose that
is why many of our employes do not
join in our pension system."

MrMoS5 .said that piece" worker I adding
also "have a minimum guarantee and
and that last week the company paid
ont J1000 under tne guarantee pian.
He explained that when times are
dull and higher priced men have to
work In cheaper places the differ-
ence In pay was placed in the guaran
tee fund.

Administrator Here Will
Be Man Able to Lay Down

Private Interests.
The ideal man of big business, ef-

ficient full of ability, ready to sac-

rifice his private Interests for the
good of the nation, as pictured by H.
Wlrt Steele, personal representative
in Texas of Herbert Hoover, national
food administrator, to members of the
board of directors of the chamber of
commerce at a special meeting Tues-
day evening, will be available in El
Paso to take up the duties of district
food administrator, according to as-
surances given Mr. Steele by presi-
dent Otis C. Coles and other directors.

The necessity for a new food ad-
ministrator has arisen by the request
of George H. Clements that be be re-

lieved from the duties as food ad-
ministrator, as he expects to go into
other business which will make It Im-
possible for him to carry on the du-
ties of the office, according to a state-
ment made by Mr. Clements Monday
evening.

Food Is Bisxest Thing.
"The food administration Is the big-

gest thing in the world." said Mr.
Steele to the dlrecotrs. "In winning
the war we have found that men are
of primary importance no longer: that
It Is food that will win the war. There
Is great danger that Germany will
organize the agricultural resources of
Russia, and we must win tne war anu
win it soon.

Texas was divided Into 15 districts,
he said, 12 of which were organized
down to the school district The sev-
enth district of which El Paso county
was a part only contained six or
seven counties, he explained.

TTrirrs Chooslnir Blsr Man,
"In practically all of the districts

the work is done through the cham
bers of commerce, Mr. fateeie saia.

tonio appronriations had been made
for the work.

He urged the appointment of a big
business man, one'who could afford to
give his time to the work as a patri-
otic duty.
