cold and rain and mud five or six
miles, drilled all the morning, drilled
again all the afternoon, and finally
marched home in the wet. miserable
dusk, there Is not likely to be much
enthusiasm over cleaning the floor.

Left alone, many outfits get what
is called by the sanitary officers
persons without any pity for fatigue

"mud fever." It isn't exactly a
sickness; it is a state of contentment
with the mud. It Is a slackening off
of the feeling for neatness and it
leads to a dangerous lowering of
morale.

Whereupon, the sanitary officer
sneaks round and inspects when no-
body islooklng, and then jacks up the
major, and the major calls the atten-
tion of the captains, and the scolding
trickles down to the squad leaders.
and certain men, not well enough to
go oat on drill, out not sick enough to
go to hosnltal and so assigned to
"light duty" find that light duty in-
cludes cleaning up barracks rooms or
Diiiets.

Wouldn't Know Tour Dots.
The conditions are hard, but every

time any one of the boys gets a feel-
ing that he isn't having the best time
in his life he goes over for a look
round the French soldiers' quarters.
and especially their mess. Then he
nnds that he Is really living like a
prince.

Meanwhile the training period has
done everybody heaps of good. Physi-
cally, you wouldn't know your boys.
They have become scUIers and that
is an Indefinable thing. There is a
resilience, a snap and a glint in the
eye: tnere is a certain precision oi
movement, a readiness and a spirit:
