'Wireless Informa-Purpos-e

Bousing
Mexicans Against TJ. S.

That the United States oil tanker
Santa Maria, owned by a Philadelphia
firm, was sunk German submarines
off tbe coast of Ireland last week, is
the substance of a story printed in
"Informadones Inalambricas," a Ger-
man propaganda newspaper of Mexico
City, copies of which are being re-

ceived in Juarez. Tnformaeianes
Inalambricas," which, translated into
English mean "Wireless Information."
is edited by Carl Dums, and is pub-
lished at No. 3S. Calle 16 de Setiembre,
Mexico City.

Regarding tbe reported sinking ot
tbe American owned tanker, tbe story,
which is said to have come from
Philadelphia by way ot the "German
News Service," stated that the steam-
er bound for Europe with a cargo of
oil. was torpedoed by a German sub-
marine, but that all members of the
crew saved.

Another story is to the effect that
officials at Washington are alarmed
at tbe anti-w- ar feelins displayed by
American soldiers now in training. It
Intimates that revolts have occurred
among American soldiers.
