Washington. D. C. March 20. Pub-
lication by the committee on public
information. In Its Official Bulletin,
yesterday, of airplane photograph
captions which the senate military
committee recently declared "flam
boyant and ordered suppressed, was
severely denounced today in the sen
ate.

Senator Wadsworth of New Tork. a
Republican member of the committee,
called the senate's attention to the
publication of the captions which he
said the committee had banned, and
added:

"It is time the public information
committee had a censor.

Senator Thomas. . of Colorado.
Democratic committee member, also
expressed surprise over the captions
in view of the military committee's
disapproval.

He said the captions told of thou
sands of airplanes being sent to the
American xorces aoroaa,

Falsehoods Affect Morale.
Senator Thomas declared he thought

the time has come when "congress
should have something to say regard-
ing a publication of this kind." re-
ferring to the Official Bulletin. He
added that the printing of untruths Is
bound to react upon the morale of the
people.

Senator New, of Indiana, asked If
the Official Bulletin was not "pri-
marily a direct fraud on the press of
the country," to which senator
Thomas replied It was "primarily, dlrectly and indirectly."

Senator Smith of Georgia denounced
what he called the "loose system" pre
vailing in tne management of tne
committee on information.

REDUCE USE OF WHEAT
50 PERCENT, SAYS HOOVER

Washington, D. C, March 2. The
fod administration gave notice today
that In stating that wheatless days
were optional In private homes. It
lifted none of the restrictions on con-
sumption of wheat products.

"The food administration,' the offi-
cial statement says, "Is merely asking
the American people to reduce their
per capita, consumption to not mote
than one and one-ha- lf pounds per
week. IT this can be done without
the observance of wheatless meals or
wheatless days, the food administra-
tion will consider that Its request Is
being observed.

"Increased necessity for wheat with
which to maintain the war bread of
the allies makes it imperative that
American consumption be cut. by at
least SO percent. This places upon the
individual the duty of eating not
more than one and one-ha- lf pounds
of wheat products each week. This
is an absolute military necessity. The
method of serving is being left en
tirely to the individual."

The bal
ance is between the rights and the
duties of man, and he who forgets
this, whether he be In the senate or
is an i. w. w. on street, is
traitor to Americanism. This age
calls for 100 percent Americanism in
tms country lue percent patriotism
and manhood. It calls for the vigor
of manhood that will stand
We cannot whip the kaiser and win
the war lor civilisation unless we all
consecrate ourselves, our whole life
and blood, to this fight for human
ireedom.

Work For Real El Paso.
"We In El Paso have had the ex

perience of Inflated business, but It
is oetter tor si raso or tne luture
that we cast aside Inflation and get
down to developing the city on what
is naturally ours. Let us all stand
for El Paso.

"Let us stand behind Adrian Pool.
who has unselfishly worked to pro-
mote good roads, so that the families
of the poor might go to the mountains
in the heat of summer.

Tet us say to New Tork and Chi
cago and other cities that their re
porters were received here as guests
and violated the hospitality by spread
ing sensation that violated pa
triotism and decency of these people.

Let us ask tor nigh line canal
not cn selfish grounds, but because it
would be a waste of natural resources
not to build it--

All Loyal Patriots.
"If I have performed any service

to the people of El Paso, it was to
pnt the good American citizens in
Mexico in the right light in Wash
ington, and I thank God today that
American oitisens In our midst from
Mexico are all loyal American pa
triots.
