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IS RIG BEND PART OF MEXICO?
RANCHMEN DESERVE PROTECTION
THE war department should put enough troops in the Big

district to prevent Mexican bandit raids on Ameri-

can ranches. Or else the state should furnish the protec-

tive measures itself. That gangs of worthless brigands
should be allowed to terrorise American citizens and con-

vert a strip of the state of Texas south of the G. H. S. A.
railroad into a part of Mexico, so far as living conditions
and security of life and property are concerned, is out-

rageous.
The foregoing does not constitute a contradiction of any-

thing that has been said heretofore in praise of the work
of CoL George T. laaghome and his regiment, the Eighth
United States cavalry, in combatting the Mexican ma-

rauders. CoL Lsnghome and his men, by their skilL and
daring, by their hard riding and quick shooting, by their
willingness to follow a hot trail as far as the equator, if
seed be to inflict punishment, have proved the best protec-
tors this border country has ever had. They have inflicted
heavy punishment on the bandits AFTER the raids into
Texas have occurred and AFTER American citizens hare
been killed and their property destroyed or stolen. Unless
every single one of the bandits could hare been killed, no
one couid have done any better than the Eighth cavalry has
done.

The point to be emphasized is that- - their work has been
; '.niuve, after the act. What is needed is a work of pre- -

.ntion, protection to avoid the act. It seems that no mat-
ter how many bandits are killed there are always more to
take the places of the dead and carry on their crimes with
cruelty unabated.

With 12,000 or 14,000 square miles of territory in the Big
Bend district, a single regiment cannot patrol it effectively,
cannot furnish a guard for every ranch. That is what is
needed, t guard for every ranch within 25 miles of the border
and patrols riding the north bank of the river on the look-

out for bandit movements in the vicinity of the line. Ban-

dit bands might lie in concealment to avopl contact with a
patrol, only crossing the river after the patrol had passed,
but soon the patrol would return and observe the trail and
notify those ranches lying in the direction taken by the
bandits so that the military guards could be on watch and
greet than with the leaden rain they have learned so to
dread. Ia that way lives of ranch owners and their em-

ployes cssld be saved and their property preserved.

As conditions now are, the bandits are able, by watching
their chance, to take the ranchmen by surprise, surround-
ing their houses in number overwhelming to the defenders
and pouring in a stream of bullets which quickly kills any
who may be inside the premises. Fortunate, indeed, are"
any who, by fortunate circumstances, manage to effect their
f scape. Then they rob the ranch house and oBtbafidiags,
drive off horses or cattle or both, and perhaps escape across
the Rio Grande before word - can be seat to Colenel Lang- -
home's soldiers. After that comes Boots and Saddles for
a troop or two, a breakneck ride into Mexico, a short, hot
engagement, and the burial of all but the few bandits who
m anage U escape. The troopers return to American terri-
tory and there is quiet until another band of hungry cnt-- t
hroats rides out of Mexico on another so called 'invasion of

the United States.'' Actually, that is what they consider it.
Foremost ia their minds, of course, is the thought of food,
clothing, mmiitiM sad beef in contrast to the starvation
conditions of their own land, but they keep up the pretense
of waging warfare for the recover? of Texas for Mexico.

AND THEY ARE GETTING AWAY WITH IT to the ex-

tent that they are rendering life unsafe on American terri-
tory. Tbey are killing and plundering. There is some satis--i
action in killing them afterward, but death of half a hun-

dred of the worthless brnt-- s doc not compensate for the
murder of a single American who was trying to live like
other Americans live on American territory, in peace aad
security under the constitutional guarantees of life and lib-
er tv.

and property; abandoning their ranches, abandoning that
part of the state of Texas, to the Mexican "invaders."

But a few days an the ranchmen gathered from 100

miles roundabout at the court house at Van Horn and list-

ened to a plan laid before them by Colonel Langhorne for
helping themselves. He suggested a cowboy constabulary
divided into patrols and each patrol covering a certain defi-

nite localjty. He would divide the whole region into checker-
board districts with each patrol covering its district and re-

porting to the patrols with which it would come in con-

tact; making reports by telephone, also, to the military
headquarters in Maris. This would be for the purpose of
quickly apprehending any strange Mexicans or picking up
and reporting any trails of suspicions appearance, discov-

ering the presence of bandits on Texas soil, in fact, before
they had a chance to attack.

This plan is now being worked oat by a committee as the
only recourse if neither the national nor state goveraateat
will afford the proper protection.

Realizing the inability of his command to afford the pre-

ventive measures needed, Colonel Langhorne is endeavoring
to get the constabulary plan going. It will work, though it
is a hardship for the ranchmen to be obliged to neglect their
work and take their employes from their duties to afford
themselves the protection which the United States guar-

antees them. There ought to be another cavalry regiment
in the Big Bend and even then the protection would be

until the new troops familiarised themselves thor-
oughly with the country, its mountains, plains, ranches and
waterbales. The ranchmen at' their Van Hem meeting
adopted resolutions to be sent to president Wilson and the
governor of Texas, asking very respectfully and in very mod-

erate words for adequate protection. Let it be hoped that
in one quarter or the other the appeal does not fall on
deaf ears.

EVERY day one hears people talking about going to

Ia a letter
to friends at home he deplores the presence in France of
those who have not had the strength nor the grit to stick
to the job. While their friends in the United States picture
them helping the allies win the war, they actually are
merely loafing in the French capital, wearing oat clothes,
fakin; heat and light and consuming about 40,000 pounds
of food a day when the whole French nation, even the sol-
diers in battle, are on rather slim rations. The French are
too kindly aad courteous to get rid of them and our govern-

ment does net see fit to demand that they cease imposing
the hospitality of a hard pressed ally. The state de-

partment could get prompt action by an order revoking their
passports if they do sot leave France within a stated time.

There is plenty of war work to be done by those who are
disqualified for army or navy service, bat before swelling
the number of moaths to be fed in France one should make
sure of one's strength aad determination. Incidentally, not
all the war work in the world is in France. There is plenty
of it in this country, though it may lack the romantic appeal.
