Their Genius at Mobiliza-
tion Saves Their Country

From Germans.
(CeaHaae From rase 1)

!' stood on that afternoon of the
fifth day of the battle, when the lssu
of the war was trembling: In the
stales; the rcovement of troops and
Kuns from the quiet sectors of the
front had begun. I knew; but what I

ui a few hours after leaving Paris,
from my car window, and for days
thereafter, amazed me more than any-
thing: I have seen in this war.

Military transport is notoriously
slow. Trains, as a rule, are continu-
ally held up, wheeled traffic blocked.
The nearer one pets to the front, ex-

cepting- the last few miles behind the
line, the more congestion exists; to
get guns, placed under camouflage
within view of the enemy, out of the
tone of fire into safety on the roads
behind, is a lengthy operation that in
normal times requires days: some-
times, if heavy suns are involved,
weeks.

PashlBs; Ip Tranfrtnt!n.
The S. O S. passed along the front;

the crisis of Verdun, of the Marne.
had come again. Three days later,
looking out of the window of a great
trunk railway that runs behind much
of the front south of the Oise. I
watched with awe and. thanksgiving,
tram after train of those ridiculous
tov engines, pulling the fanny little
French flatcars and boxcars that
Americans so laughed at. once. The
trains were running fast; a good 30

miles an hour, and on a headway of
not more than two minutes.

Upon each of the little flatcars
and there were 35 to 40 to each train

stood a motor lorry. Out of the
back of one lorry in every three poked
the nose of a howitxer. or field gun.
Jn each of these beside their gun. were
the helmeted Pollus who within a few
hours would be serving it against th
enemy. The other lorries were laden
with cassions. with extra supplies of
shells, or with wagons filled with
supplies, spare wheels strapped on
their tops to make repairs when shells
should smash them wagons that
could go forward to the guns
motor traffic would be made Impossi-
ble oy the enemy's fire.

Filling the Gap.
Nothing was forgotten, nothing was

lacking As these trains reached rail-
head, the lorries were ready to roll
down into the road and off to
strengthen the barrier between the
successful enemy and the final vic-
tor that seemed so near. The spec-

tacle reminded me of specials running
to a Tale-Harva- game.

But the railway traffic was only
part of the irresistible flood of weap-
ons of destruction and men that was
flawing to the north. On each side of
the track, along the roads, were other
processions of lorries, proceeding un-

der their own power. Many of these
carried the deadly 75--

s that haTe since
mown down thousands of Germans;,
others were packed with troops, the
shock troops of the French army, al-- vl

avs kept in r serve for attack or de-

fence where the task is hardest. For
fue hours, until darkness came and
1 left my train. I watched this proces-
sion of guns, lorries and men going
to repair the break in the dyke.

Cotasaa Never Stops.
Every one of these men. every gnn

that I saw on that afternoon had been
withdrawn from the iront eiaewnere
ir.re th disaster occurred. Here and

there, along the main road, that was
a moving plauorm ox motor-- iruupu
I saw. tumbled in the ditch, a lorry- - It
had developed engine trouble, per-
haps some trifling ailment that the
driver could fix in three minutes. No
matter into the ditch it must go. The
orders now are that the column, flow-
ing for more than 100 miles, most nev-
er stop; already the left hand side of
the roads is occupied by empty lor
ries which have made one trip and
are comins back for fresh loads. There
i no room for a machine to draw
aside: to halt for a moment meant end
less confusion. When a lorry oreaits
down, there is one inariable rule, as
on the road to Verdun; the poll us pile
out. grab rails from a fence, or any
convenient, nearby emergency lever,
and pry the lorry, gun and all. into
the ditch-- Later, when the rush Is
oer. the salt age corps will come
along.

Cons us Troop Everywhere.
The roads were filled with the end-

less chain of lorries. Already. I could
see that most of the available small
euns had gone up. for there were more
infantry in the lorries on the trucks:
and. as the day wore on. and 1 tried
with very poor success to reach

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Veterans Of
Verdun Fight

To Hold
Of

Say It Was Play Com-

pared With
"With the British Army In France,

(Friday). May 3. (By the Associated
Press.) Veterans of the defence of
Verdun predominated among the
French soldiers who so gallantly de-

fended Kemmel hill against the Ger-

mans. They declare that Verdun was
child's play compared to the conflict
in Flanders recently.

The bombardment at Verdun had
set a high water mark for concen-
tration of gnns of all calibers, but,
sflv those who went through It. it
was nothing compared to what the
French troops experienced daring the
German drive against Kemmel The
French troops took up positions about
Kemmel on April 22. relieving the
battle weary British.

Throughout April 23 and 24, before
the attack, the Germans maintained a
tremendous bombardment and threw
hundreds of thousands of gas shells
mixed wun ordinary explosive sneus.

On the morning of the attack on
KemmeL the German runners Disced
ten big shells per second on the crest
of the hill and during the day the
French put on their gas masks SO

different times, for as fast as the
wind cleared the gas away another
deluge of the poisonous vapor poured
over the MIL Part of the time the
poilus had to sleep in their gas masks.

Despite the great quantities of gas
thrown the French had only iz cas-
ualties from it, according to the latest
reports.

Freeh Artillery Reap Ilarvest.
A lara--e nart of the flrhtlntr was

with machine gnns of which the Ger-
mans lways had great numbers and
at times the German enfilading fire
was terrific The French artillery
and machine gnns. however, in their
turn, reaped a great harvest from the
enemy.

At times the French TS's got into
heavy concentrations of Infantry and
literally tore them to pieces. The
German losses in many instances are
placed as high as 40 percent.

French runners with messages re-

fused to rest and kept at their task.
Beef and Wine tnder Fire.

The rationing of one famous regi-
ment which fought at Verdan, was a
great feat. It was impossible to use
the transport, so rations were brought
forward on machine gun. carriages
under a heavy fire. The regiment had
its beef steak and wine every day
and fnrnisned neighboring regiments
as well.

Nearly all the strecher bearers were
killed. One worked six nights and
days without rest.

German airplanes were out in force.
They flew low and used machine guns
continuously against the iniantry.
where was situated a headquarters, I
was anxious to attain, the heavy guns
had their turn. Big fellows, these,
specially mounted in trucks, toe large
for the lorries, but soon to make their
voices heard from far in the rear
smashing ur the German lines of com
munication and bringing wholesale
death to masses of troops whose places
of concentration would be signaled
by oar avtons.

German air scouts, of course, had
informed their masters long since of
this endless parade from all the
qnieter sectors of the front, along the
few main roads and the one great
railway available, to the scene of bat
tie. It was a great tribute to the su--

j premacy of the air held by the French
urn in ewe ricn targets were aot at-
tacked, in daylight: on the other side
of the lines. French and British ma
chines rained death and panic among
the German divisions and artillery-
men, flowing in similar streams to
the plains of Plcardy.

Iloiiibetl Br Germans.
Bat at night, the great Gotha bomb-

ing machines, for once abandonlr for
legitimate military objectives v eir
game of terrorizing the women and
children of London and Paris, came in
hordes and scattered bombs along the
railway and among the transport. At
Chalons-sur-Marn- e, a great junction
where I spent some time. I found
scene of ruin about the station:
smonlderine piles of stores, still burn
ina-- freight cars, twisted tracks and
yawning holes among the sidings. For
four nights Gothas had been bombing
Cbalens. There was 7a or uem. mill
tary policemen told me. the night be
fore I was there: civilians in the town
were killed, the station was knocked
about: bat the flow of trains I have
described to the zone of battle was not
interrupted by the whole raid for more
than half an hour.

It was hard to believe, looking at
what the bombs bad done: and the
story of the heroism of some territo
rials who are too old for the firing
line is worth telling. They knew, ev
ery Frenchman knew, what was .at
stake in the north: bow vital it was
that the flow of gnns from the south.
and the steady stream or men, should
not be checked for an hoar. In such a.
crisis, a few hoars may mean defeat
or victory. And so, while the bombs
were falling on tbe tracks, the old
men of there labor' battalions, in their
shabby cordouroy overalls and dirty,
faded crav shirts, lookhur like any
thing but soldiers, toiled on through
the night, keeping the main tracks
open.

Airnlanes In IVave.
The Gothas came in waves. No

sooner had a dozen machines, sweep
ing along the tracks 100 feet or so
above the ground, their engines
sounding like 100 threshing machines
going at once, dropped their bombs

Allies Safe From Disaster.
There are many things I saw and

beard, behind the front in these last
few days, that I would like to tell, but
may not yet: the main impression
produced on my mind is an absolute
confidence that whatever fighting may
come this summer, we are now safe
from disaster, nnder the protection of
tne marvelous rrencn staff, with Its
genius for war and organisation.
Xany things the French have done
that our officers have not understood,
many things about French methods
they have not perhaps liked; bat an
army must be Judged by results, and
the work of stripping an active front
of gans and men and transferring
them elsewhere in a few days, when
thousands of cannon and hundreds of
thousands of men most be moved has
been done under terrible pressure by
the French staff in a way that has
seemed to me simply miraculous.

It was the work of transport and
organization in tbe rear that made it
possible for Fayelle to form a defen-
sive flank along the Oise. massacre
with those 75's that came up in lorries
the many German divisions that tried
to force the river, close up tbe river
roads from .oyon to compiegne and

Germans Pressed Back.
It was still other divisions and gnns

moved in the same way that pressed
back and Immobilized the Germans as
in their thrust south at Paris stopped,
they flung themselves westwards past
Lasslgny to Mont Dldler. seeking to
take Amiens and separate the British
and the French; and. finally. Gen.
Koch, by that time in supreme com
mand, was able, with still other
masses of men and material brought
up along the same railways and the
same roads, to stop the enemy on tee
heights west of Mont Didier and con-
tain his rash.
