A Jne for the enrolment of grad-

uate nurses for Red Cross work is on
this week. Meetings are being held at
the different local hospitals to arouse
the nurses to their duty. Several have
signified their intention of registeri-
ng:. Some have already done so.

The1318 graduates of all the city
hospitals received blanks. Following
the state board examination for regis-
tered nurses, held in May, some of
these graduates signed up for Red
Cross nurses. Since last fall 13 EI
Paso nurses hae gone Into the Lnlted
States service at camps throughout
the United States.

Eseajeeji Registers Moit.
County auditor J. A. Escajeda, reg-

istered the most .men in any of the
county districts, lft all told. Last yea'
he and his board recorded about 1000
prospective fighting men, and had the
estimated average been maintained in
his district yesterday tne registra-
tions would have been approximately
100.

Ysleta came second in numbers,
with II, the other county districts fol-
lowing in the order named: San Eli-zari- o,

Socorro. Febens and Clint
Expected About 13a.

On June 5, 1917, the registrations
in El Paso city and county, including
the Smeiter and Socorro, were ap-
proximately 12,009. The authorities
estimated that the registrations yes-
terday should have been about 10 per-
cent of that number, or about 1294.

With the city registering about
10,000 and the county about 299 last
year, had the estimates been fulfilled
yesterday the registrations in El Paso
would hae been about 1000. with
some 200 in the county.

But the total for city and county
did not equal the estimate for El Paso
by less than 59 percentmrge Kwrnbez- Valnntcer.

The explanation given by members
of the different draft boards for the
unexpected falling off in Wednesday's
registrations is that large numbers of
the young men who had become of
age during the fiscal year haTe al-
ready entered some branch of the ser-
vice, or. having left the city, have
registered elsewhere.

During the next two weeks the
draft boards will be busily occupied
in assorting, indexing and numbering
the latest registrations. When that
shall have been completed, qnestion-alre- s

will be sent out, and when the
answers are received the prescribed
routine relative to placing the men
in designated, classes and giving them
a draft number will be followed.

J. C. Townea, jn, super-
visor of the Texas selective draft, has
received a call for 12,000 men from
this state from provost marshal gen-
eral Crowder at Washington. D. C.
This call is for 9009 whites and 3980
negroes. The latter are to move on
the 19th and the whites? on the 24th
of June. AU are to be sent to Camp
Travis. San Antonio, for training.

None of the members of the local
draft boards had received any notice
of the reported call Wednesday.
