Trustees Suspend Election
Of 50 Teachers; Reelect

Elementary Ones.
While passing on primary school

teachers for next session, the city
school trustees, in session Tuesday
evening, strongly intimated that abo-

lition of the Gary system might be
the outcome of its investigation.

After deciding on a number of sal-
ary adjustments, increases from $25
to about $1M in nine months' pay
