Dummy German Taubes
and Pilots Are Targets

For Aviation Students
Charles, La, June II. Av-

iators from training- - throughout
the country are completing their edu-
cation in aerial gunnery at the new
finishing school near here. From sun-
rise to sunset the planes are darting
here and there, sometimes near the
earth and at high altitudes,
and the rattle of machine guns is al-
most contlnuoua

The targets at the first school of Its
kind to be established in the United
States, are reproductions of
"taube" airplanes placed on the sur-
face of the lake and with a black
cross painted thereon to represent the

the principal mark for
the gunners. The students eaaily dis-
cern the striking of bullet on the wa-
ter and are able to correct their fire
almost instantly If the shots go wide.
The results. Instructors declare, are
more than gratifying, but just what
records the fliers have made
is Information withheld from the pub-
lic.

The training in grunnery is as com-
plete as it is humanly possible to
make it. Before being sent to the
camp, the students are required to

War Utility of
Safe as Land

Hy FREDERIC J. H ASK IX.
Washington. D. C June 13. What

effect is the tremendous development
of aeronautics going to have upon
American mductnes and ways of life
during peace-time- ?

This is a fascinating question which
is being much discussed among the
few men who realise how great a
thing- our progress in the air has be
come. They are agreed that the work
of M years of peace time has been
done in three or four of war and that
the modern airplane is the highest
achievement of man's mechanical j

genius.
The peace time uses of the airplane

can be as yet only vaguely foreseen:
but it is certain that none of these
things will perish, that the technical
knowledge, the Industrial develop-
ment, and the human sense of con-
quest over a new element are all per-
manent things.

A Irplane for ltea-ur- e KHei.
Our new system of aerial coast

guard patrols, for which provision has
been made in the current appropri-
ation measures, will absorb a large
number of the machines and the
skilled aviators which the government
is now developing. It Is not probable
that any great number of govern-
ment planes will be placed upon the
market, but some will, and these will
be eagerly bought up by enterprising
men. and used for pleasure and in-
dustrial purposes.

The greatest force in the developing
flying will thousands af ' "'-'-

.000, !"0 thisof airplane pilots and who j ould
will be released from service after the
war. These men will demand employ-
ment in their new and fascinating
profession, and the demand will sure-
ly create its own opportunities, for

And so
it was that up to the battle of the
Tser SO.OOO. Just half of these 100.000
men were lost in a vain but heroic
resistance massacre of the inno-
cent.

Belgium's KwwDwIe
Then there is the question of Bel

gium's economic future. If free trade
is to be Belgium's eco-
nomic fund will be

Belgium must be granted fav-
orable commercial treaties with her
allies.
