A thousand hearers listened to Pvt.

Collinge'a ringing story of German
atrocity. Canadian hate and revenge.
and the desperate fighting of the
early days of the war when the fa-
mous thin line of British khaki, out-
numbered seven to one, still held back
the hordes of baby killers, and wom-
en murderers. His talk was a paean of
hate, that Illustrated the grim spirit
which has made the Canadian army
one of the moat famous in the world.

Sees Motllatlana Himself.
"We went across the water in Au-

gust. 114." said Pvt. Collinge. "when
our government called for 49. 0 men.
and got responses from over loo.ooo.
Some of the boys got three months'
training before they wem over, and
some didn't, but we got to France in
time to join in the drlva after the
Marne. when the invaders were' tailing
back toward their own border. I my-
self saw the inhuman proclamations
plastered on the walla of evacuated
villages, ordering the inhabitants to
leave, the men on one train, and the
women on another, ordering the wom-
en to give up instantly their male
children. In that retreat of the Ger-
mans, 1 myself saw evidence of the
mutilation of little boys when their
mothers refused to give them up,
their hands being cut off. and some-
times they were even unsexed.

"o More Prisoner.

'Canadians held that line against 85.- -
to Germans, and we held it-- Hardship
of that first campaign will never be
known except to those survivors wno
took part In it. It was then that the
first gas attack was launched by the
Germans. It took us entirely by sur-
prise, and under the advantage of
that dirty warfare, the Huns forced
us back. But when we retook that
territory, we got a further insiftht
into the methods of German warfare.
Some of our brave boys were cruci-
fied on barndoors, others were killed
and quartered, and mutilations too
terrible to describe bad been practiced
on others. It was then that the Cana-
dians vowed never to take a German
prisoner, and I am confident that
that same vow will be taken by the
Americana.

Three Ift nf 123.
"I entered a bomb throwing unit

after the trench warfare had been
resumed. We were li5 to start with,
and used ten different kinds of
bombs, after five minutes' training.
In a week there were three of us left.
In those days the Germans were pour-
ing from TOM to 900 shells an hour
upon us. We replied with 250 shells
per hour, for that was an we naa.
They had three bombs to our one, but I

before we finished with Fritz we
were throwing ten to his one.

Write Home First.
"On one occasion we were sent to

capture 12 Germans. Our lieutenant
in command. Windy Holmes. 21 years
old, told us to write a letter home
before we left, which we did.

"We crawled out across No Man's
Land, until we reached the German
trench, when Windy shot the German
sentry. We went over into the Ger- -
man trencn in a hurry, and the Huns
took to their holes. Then screams
of women were heard, and the fel
lows, already blood mad. went insane,
and we dashed Into those German
ougouts without heeding possible
traps.

"in the dugout I entered we found
one French woman, within two weeks
of maternity. On the walls were t

nailed the arms of little babies with
the typical German Joke scrawled un-- 1

.' - ' "We found that we had 30 German
prisoners. We had orders to bring
back 12, and God knows we hated to
do it. The rest of the 10 started dy-
ing right there in the dugout, and
it took them four hours to do it.

lee Arm and Eye.
"It was on the return to our

trenchea that 1 lost my arm and eye.
A bomb exploded in my hand as 1
started to throw it back whence it
came. It killed two of my comradea
I staggered back to the trench, and
was taken to a hospital on a stretcher.

"Only a roan who haa cone through
it can tell what angela the Red Cross
nurses are. They are the wonderful
units In the most blessed organisation
on the face of the earth. It is due
to the tenderness and efficiency of
their ministrations that the percent
age of deaths among the allied
wounded haa been as low as it la.

"Before I close. I want to aay just
a word aa to the few things that are
slimier and nastier than a German
God knowa that I. and every other
Canadian who haa fought those
treacherous fiends, hate them with a
hate that few can know until they
experience It.

to France, or from what port. Butthat didn't stump Mr. Haskm for a
moment- - What did he do? Wrote tothe Red Cross. That organization
replied that it would look up the girl
in France if furnished her name.

"1 What is the name and address

of newspapers published m Hawaii,
and prices per copy or year?

"5 What la the price of cultivatedgood land on the island, per acre,
close to Hawaii or Hilo?"
