America gets her second wind.

An Irishman's Imagination. ,
He told of another Irlrhman who

had been made prisoner by the Ger-
mans. The Germans asked him what
he thought of their big gnu. which
would shoot 7 miles. "Oh. that's a
pretty good gun." said the Irishman,
"but it's nothing to what we have.
We have a gun that shoots 2S0 or 306
miles we don't know just how far
and the explosion of a shell killed
everything within 50 miles." The
Germans seemd fairly Impressed and,
thinking to carry his point further, the
Irishman said: "And the men it don't
kill, it takes prisoners."

Another Irishman, made prisoner by
the Germans, kept taunting them
by saying: That was an awful lick-
ing the French gave you Germans at
Verdun." The Germans tired of it
and finally, to ounish him. made him
kiss the German flag. "Now. you are
a German citizen," they told him.
Nothing daunted, the Irishman said:
"That was an awful licking the
French gave us Germans at Verdun."

Anecdote of Sehvrab.
i The bishop is personally acquainted

with Charles Schwab, director gen-
eral of United States ship building.
He said Mr. Schwab once told him
that his first job brought him 145 a
month and that when his father sent
him out from home to seek it, he
gaie him but $10 for pocket money
aim cipcnsa. ne wa svilihkmillion a month," said the biahop
"when the war broke out. This shows
what a msn can do If he has it in
him."

He said Mr. Schwab resented some
of the talk some of the people made
at the beglnnig of the war about the
great amount ot money some oi tne
rich men were making. Schwab de
nied this to be the case so far as he
was concerned and said he had all the
money he needed. "I wouldn't know
what to do with more," Schwab said,
and then he related a story which the
bishop told last night. It was of a
dog that chased a certain train every
day. One day one of the passengers
said to the others: "I. have watched
that dog chase the train every day
for a year. I have often wondered
what he nould do with It If he ever
caught It"
