BRAND STORY OF ESCAPE
FROM JAIL AS. UNTRUE

A statement published Friday over
the signature of Perey McGhee. sr.,
to the effect that Tuesday night six
prisoners escaped from the county
jail was called to the attention of
sheriff Seth B. Orndorff ty a Herald
representative and that official
branded the statement as untrue, em-

phatically and categorically.
"There's absolutely nothing to the

report." said the sheriff and this
statement was endorsed by chief
deputy R. E. Bryant.

"I have heard nothing at all to that
effect," said district attorney Leigh
Clark, when asked about the report

Interviewing Mr. McGhee regard-
ing the matter. The Herald represen
tative was miormea mat any pris-
oner in the jaH could verify the re-
port. The reporter knew only one
prisoner. Felix R. Jones, who had
been convicted In the Lyons murder
case and was in jail pending decision
of the court of appeals at Austin on
his new trial motion.

Deputy Bryant, without any hesi-
tation whatever, gave the reporter
a permit to see Jones. An interview
was had witn Jones tn tne jau, Kl-
ine jailer A. R. Fletcher being pres
ent.

"There's absolutely nothing to It,--
Jones said in the jailer's presence.

The reporter went back to Mr. Mc-

Ghee and spoke to him and his son.
Percy McGhee. jr.. who was acting
for his father. "We are not at lib-
erty to reveal the source of our in-

formation," said Mr. McGhee. Jr.. "be-
cause after the escape, all the pris-
oners were warned not to discuss it
with an outsider and if we were to
call any prisoner as witness, he would
fear to say what he knew."

Jailer Fletcher, further denving the
report, said that if Mr. McGhee, or
any one else, desires to see anv on
prisoner, or any group of prisoners,
they will be produced at once.

ROOSEVELT IS IMPRESSED
NAVIES OF THE ALLIES

Queens town, Ireland. July 26.
After an inspection of the allied de-
stroyer base with Sir Eric Geddes,
first lord of the admiralty. Franklin
D. Roosevelt, assistant secretary of
the American navy, stated to the As-

sociated Press correspondent that it
had been greatly impressed upon bim
the efficiancy of the American and
Britsh navies. The party left early
in the evening.

The secretary was happy over the
fact that the members of the British
navy had journeyed to the base on an
American destroyer, and said he en-
joyed the day's inspection.

INDICTED ON CHARGE OF
STEALING BEEF FROM ARMY

Xew York. July 26. Twenty-on- e
persons were indicted here today by
the federal grand jury on a charge
of being implicated In the theft of
beef consigned to the United States
army.

The defendants, who include butch-
ers, purchasing agents, government
checkers and truck drivers, are ac
cused of violating the United States
criminal statute which has to do with
conspiracies to embezzle and dispose
of government property without au-
thority.

DEATH LETTERS WILL
BE SPECIALLY MARKED

Washington, D. C, July 26. Deliv-
ery cf letters from chaplains, mem-
bers of the Red Cross, and others to
families of American soldiers killed
overseas, recounting the circum-
stances under which the men died, is
to be expedited under a plan an-
nounced by Gen. Pershing.

Hereafter such letters will be
marked with a small cross so that
they can be distinguished immediately
and hurried forward.

SWITZERLAND RECEIVING
QUANTITY OF FOODSTUFFS

Washington. D. C, July 2. More
than 100.000 tons of shipping are
transporting foodstuffs and other
much needed supplies to Switzerland,
under convoy. Officials today said
this is twice the tonnage the govern-
ment arranged to place at Switzer-
land's disposal to carry out the food
agreement with that country.

Mr. IBaron said that he believed
this a most opportune time to place
such a display before the farmers of
the country, as the drainage problem
of the valley will be settled in an-
other year and he thinks the war will
end next year. He says the conven-
tion of the International Farming
consrress. to be held In Kansas CItv at
the same time as the exposition, will
bring thousands of visitors, and he
believes a display would be worth a
great deal to EI Paso and the valley.

Villa Is Going

Chihuahua City. Mex.. July 6.

Francisco Villa is reported headinr
toward the Ojinaga district with
band of his followers and some hun-
dreds of mules to trade the mules at
the border for ammunition and sup-
plies.

The iron was charged with electricity
from a wire improperly insulated and
the boy was killed.

The
French colony, also celebrating the
day. collected some hundreds bf dol-
lars. Most of the fund was given to
the Red Cross and $100 to the two lo-
cal charity organizations. The French
conony has thousands of friends here
and the philanthropic act elicited most
hearty appreciation.

Reports from Chihuahua city that

Villa was moving toward the Amer-
ican border in the Ojinaga. district,
brought here Thursday night by pas-
sengers from the Chihuahua state
capital, confirmed reports which had
previously been received here.

Reinforcements were rushed from
Juarez Thursday and motor trucks
loaded with ammunition have left
Juarez for Ojinaga. Villa Is reported
to be driving 500 mules, several
loaded with silver bars, to the bor-
der to exchange the mules and silver
for ammunition.

Villa, with a force of 400 men. en-

tered Jimenez. Chih.. last week,
robbed a number of stores and held up
the paasenger trains from Torreon
and ParraL according to passengers
reaching here from Chihuahua city.

Honor is placed on a higher
pedestal in the army than in any
ether place in the world, and the
army will not suffer any one to abide
with it who does not follow the moral
law." declared Maj.

club. Friday noon at Hotel Sheldon.

Promotes Meas Welfare.
"It is the duty of the chaplain to

promote the morality and physical
welfare of the men, and therefore the
chaplain must be a man that can hold
his head well up among his fellow
men," he continued. The chaplain's
duties are manifold, the speaker then
showed, among them being to preacn
religion; to supervise entertainment,
athletics and the like and to have
charge of regimental libraries. In

Uthis respect the chaplain expressed
thanks for i many bundles of good
reading matter he received from El
Pasoans while he was at El Valle.

have their most personal troubles
settled through fatherly advice from
the chaplain.

DROWN IN LAKE

Deep Hole Engulfs Alama
Fagala and Ernest Jen-
nings, on Fishing Trip.

Locked in each other's arms. Ernest
Jennlnss. aged 13, and Alma Fagala.
aged 15 years, went to their death in
Valverde lake, four miles east of El
Paso, and one mile south of the couat
road, Thursday afternoon at about
4.30 oclock. Mrs. Lily Jennings,
mother of the boy, was only a few
yards away when her son and his
playmate drowned almost within her
bearing, but hidden from her sight by
shrubbery.

Mrs. Jennings, with her son and
Mr5.

little girls. Alma Fagala, daughter
of Mr. and Mrs. V. Fagala, 1030 Myrtle
avenua, and Margaret Eggleston.
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. James Eggle-to- n,

went to the Valverde lake Thurs-
day morning for a day's outing In-
tending to spend their time fishing.
Mr. Fagala is a motorman on the
Park street car line, and was on his
way to work Thursday morning, when
his daughter asked permission to go
fishing with Mrs. Jennings, and the
otner two children. Mr. Fagala gave
nis permission to the child, and some
change with which to buy lunch. Late
in the afternoon he was informed of
the accident.

et PermiMiea To Bat be.
After Mrs. Jennings and her charges

had arrived at the lake fishing was
engaged in for some time, and then
her son and the girl asked permission
to go in bathing. The permission was
granted, as the lake was thought to
be only a foot or two deep, and Mrs.
Jennings moved along the bank to
another spot to fish.

Steps Into Seep Hole.
In the meantime the two children

donned their bathing suits and
splashed around in the water for
tome time. Then one of the children,
said by some to be the boy. and by
others to be the girl, stepped Into a
deep hole, and drew the other one in.
The statement of a Mexican, made to
Mr. Fagala. was as follows:

The boy slipped into the deep
water, and. In his struggles to extri-
cate himself, seized a long stick which
bis girl companion extended to him,
and drew her in after him. Neither
could help the other, and both went
down, clasped in each other's arms.

Farmers Reeever Bodies.
A Mexican bystander witnessed the

latter part of the tragedy, and his
cries attracted the attention of Mrs.
Jennings. Juan Alvarado. Gabriel
Baiza. Marcos Armenta and Pedro Du-
nn. Mexicans working In a field
nearby, were called, and after about a
half hour's work, the bodies of the
two children were extricated. First
aid was administered by officers from
the police station who arrived with a
pulmotor. hut life was extinct.

Two Separate Funerals.
The body of the girl was taken to

the undertaking house of J. J. Kas-t- er

and comnanv. where the funeral
will be held this affernoon at 5 oclock.
Rev. E. L. Milllcan will preach the
funeral sermon. Interment being held
in Concordia cemetery, near the grave
of a sister of the dead girl, who died
about eight months ago.

The funeral of Ernest Jennings will
be held Saturday afternoon at $
oclock, at the home of Miss Emily
Dobbin, sister of the bereaved mother,
at 1025 Myrt'" avenue. The cortege
will leave the house and go to Trin-
ity church where Rev. P. R. KnicBVr-bock- er

will heve charge of the ser-
vices. Interment will be in Concordia
cemetery.

An inquest on the deaths of the two
children, held by justice J. M. Deaver.
resulted in a verdict of accidental
drowning.

Advalorem Eate Reduced
From 35 to 30 Cents

by Tax Board,
Austin. Tex., July 2tj, Tax collec-

tors throughout the state hae been
advised by controler H. B. Terrell of
the action of the state automatic tax
board in fijnng the state ad valorem
tax rate at 30 cents on the $100 prop-

erty valuation, the school tax at 20

cents and the confederate pension
tax at five cents, and the collection
of taxes for 1918 will now proceed
under the new rate.

It had been the board's hope to re-

duce the ad valorem tax rate to 25
cents, the present rate being 35 cents
the constitutional limit, but for sev-
eral reasons it was deemed advisable
not to make the reduction more than
five cents on the J10w property n.

One or the reasons is that
the state by the passage of the state-
wide prohibition law has wiped out
tvhe revenue from the liquor traffic
and another reason is that there was
unpaid on August 31, 1917, the &um of
$1,126,721.74 of debts that should hae
been paid.

The board figures out that tr--

amount of revenue to be raised for
the fiscal year ending August
1919 is $10.463.54;.5'j. which take
care of the unpaid sum of

herein mentioned. The revenue
from occupation taxes, gross receipts
taxes and other sources will reach
approximately $3,000,000. Conse-
quently the 30 cent tax rate will hae
to produce sufficient revenue to
meet expenditures aggregating

This will have to be raised
by taxation based on a total estimated
valuation for 1918 of $2.S73.404.07::.
The board also took into considera-
tion a balance of $4,748,915.29 in th
state treasury in its decision to re-
duce the tax rate. In the opinion
