The enemy appears determined for
the moment to hold his line stretch-
ing from VfUe en Tardenois to the
Oureo. His troops strongly occudt
Ville en Tardenois. but tbe allies are
keeping- in constant touch with him
here. Conewett wood, further south.
has been occupied by the allies, who
captured two rieid guns, two six Inch
cinnon. and much ammunition in this
wood.

Preaches Religion of Optim
ism; Best World God

Could Have Created.
A doctrine of optimism and faith in

the world was preached Sunday morn
ing; by bishop James Cannon, Jr., to
the various congregations of the
southern Methodist church, gathered
at Trinity church.

Taking as bis text John 5, "I
pray not that Thou shoulds't take
them out of the world, but that Thou
shoulds't keep them from the evil."
The bishop declared he believed this
was the very best word God could
have created for his purpose.

The monks and nuns of the RO'
man Catholic church believed that in
shutting themselves off from the
temptations of this world they could
keen themselves nurer and more
Christ like, but this is not what the
Bible teaches, he said, nor what
Christ practised. Christ walked al-
ways among the people and tbe touch
of his life lifted the base and com-
forted the distressed.

Tbe bishoo believed in a program
of life, the one to be found in II Peter,
first chapter, verses five and eight
inclusive: "Add to your faith, virtue
(courage) and to courage knowledge,
and be knowledge temperance, and to
temperance patience, and to patience
(self control) godliness, and godliness
brotherly kindness and to brotherly
kindness charity, for it these things
be In you and abound (overflow).
they make you that ye shall be
neitner nor nniaitniui in tne Knowl-
edge of our Lord. Jesus Christ."

De-.el- Christian Vlrtne
The circumstances of lift give one

every opportunity of Seveloslng these
Christian virtues, said the bishop.
Peter speaks to those who are al-

ready "partakers of divine nature and
have escaped the corruption that is
in the world through lust."' It is the
love of God that glorifies the com-
monplace and hard duties of life, the
only thing that can raise the heart
of the laborer in the sewer as he
works in sweat and filth to make tbe
city a healthy place to live In. What
enables the mother in the home to do
her daily tasks, all unobserved; year
in and year out? Is it not the
abounding love she has for those she
serves? bishop Cannon asKeo.

This is the best kind of world for
God nurnosea. first for what we can
get out of the world, and seoond for
what we can give to tne worio, in.
bishop said.

Tucson Unions
Won't Strike

To Aid Mooney
Believe Strike Would Not
Help Mooney but Would

Injure the Country.
Tucson. Ariz, July !. The Tuc-

son trades council refuses to go on
strike, as suggested by the Seattle
Mooney defence committee, and has
passed resolutions which state:

This proposed strike will not and
cannot be expected to secure the re-

lease of Mooney. hat. if generally ob-
served, will result in Indefinitely pro-
longing the war in which we are now
engaged, needlessly increase the sac-
rifice of American lives and endan
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ger and place in Jeopardy the liberty
and privileges now enjoyed by the
English, speaking peoples, and is
therefore unworthy ot serious con-
sideration by reputable labor organi-
zations or the Individual members
thereof:" so it is declared, "that this
nronoaed strike be and hereby Is con
demned and disapproved of In the
most empnatlc ana xorcioie manner
possible.'

There Is an addendum, asking the
president of the United SUtes to take
such action as In his Judgment will
secure to Mooney a Just and equitable
enforcement of the law.

Seattle Urces Strike.
The resolution from Seattle recited:

"That if Mooney is not released by
August 1 that labor will use Its last
weapon and lay down the tools of
production on August 1 and strike
till Tom Mooney walks out a free
man.

Several months ago, president T. J.
Croaff, of the Arizona Federation of
Labor, called for Arizona labor to
strike s blow for the release of
Mooney and issued a strike order for
the state, later withdrawn.

Senate and House Officers
Sign Bills Abolishing

G-.-- Alliance.
Washington. D. C July 19.

Changes in the selective service law
were suggested at today's semi-week-

meeting of the senate, bat the
house held only a five minute routine
sess!on.

Th presiding officers of the house
and senate signed and sent to the
president the resolution repealing the
federal charter of the National German--

American alliance, whose mem-
bers have been charged with

activities.
A resolution Introduced by senator

Sterling, of South Dakota, asking the
secretary of war whether men who
tried to volunteer for the army, but
were rejected for physical disability
and have since been drafted, may be
transferred to volunteer organisa-
tions, was the vehicle of senate de-

bate.
Senator Sterling said it was unjust

to force rejected volunteers Into draft
organizations.

Senator Jonnson, ot Laiuonm, aaio
that In the law to extend the draft
age, which would be within congress
within 310 days the question of pro-
hibiting all volunteering Is being con-
sidered.

Senator Nelson, of Minnesota, said
it has bean bis experience that most
of the men or draft age who have
sought to volunteer hae been look-
ing, for some "soft snap."

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FARMERS HELP

IN EVERY CALL

Have Not Fallen Down on
Any Help Government

Has Asked.
"Two things stood out dominantly

at the meeting of farmers at College
Station. Texas." said Rowland Har
well, county farm demonstration
agent, who has just returned from
the meeting. 'These were that, while
many other efforts of the govern- -
..ent in the line of production -- have
failed since the war began, agricul
tura is one that has not fallen down
the other is that the farmers are will-
ing to help the government in every
possible way, even to planting crops
that do not pay as well in place of
better paying crops Decause tne gov
ernment has asked it.

Assistant secretary of agriculture
Clarence Owsley was at the meeting,
which was attended by about 800
farmers in addition to the demon-
stration agents of tbe state, and he
told the farmers tnat tney naa re-

sponded to every call of the govern-.ne- nt

and had made good. While
there were failures In the production
of airplanes. In the production of
arms, in the production of clotbing
and in the furnishing of transporta-
tion, the farmers did not fail the
government and prouucea an tney
were expected to oo.

To Apportl.n Crops.
"The plan that will be followed in

the future in crop production, he said,
will be to call upon tbe nation for a
certain acreage of a certain crop.
This will be apportioned to the states,
where it will be apportioned within
the states to counties and within the
counties to individuals. For instance,
if a man had an acre of corn last
year and tbe demand is for more corn,
he may be asked to plant two acres,
and he will be expected to do it Just
as everybody is expected when called
upon to support the Red Cross and
buy Liberty bonds. Mr. Owsley said
the farmers had responded in every
case to every call.

"It will be interesting to valley
crop growers, perhaps, to learn the
condition ox crops along me u n. aa
A. railroad east of bare to Houston.

Tbe
farmers who thought they would need
laborers for their crops are now dis-
posing of their possessions and mot.

reported killing in behalf of H. W.
Kingsbury, of Santa Ana. Tex.,
brother of tb.3 cowman, and his sister,
a Mrs. Ramsauer. of the place. Mr.
Marrs was in EI Paso Sunday, return
lng from the Rincon, or Corner, ranch
of the Palomaa Land & Cattle Co., on
the New Mexico-Chihuah- line, west
OI IXMUmDUS.

Last Seen Jlldlnc South.
Mexicans told Mr. Marrs, he said,

that Kingsbury waa riding with herd-
ers moving a bunch of cattle from the
Palmyra ranch toward Nogales, Chih..
on July IX and. at a point about six
miles from the Nogales ranch, he rode
off from the herd toward some wind-
mills. The herders saw him overtake
a wagonload of provisions driven by
a Mexican, to whom Kingsbury gave
nis personal key to his room at the
Nogales 'ranch house, where the pro
visions were to be stored. Then
Kingsbury rode south, the herders
said.

Search Is Fruitless.
During the night Kingsbury's men

became alarmed and went out to look
for their boss, but didn't find him.
and continued the search the next
day. going back to Palmyra and Rin-
con ranches. They found where the
American had dragged a dead cow,
having dismounted there, but no
other trace was discovered of either
Kingsbury or his white horse. All
fences were ridden, found to be up.
and the country was searched, the
jtexicins reported to Mr. Marrs.

Native of Georgia.
First reports of Kingsbury's dis-

appearance and probable death were
published here a week ago. learned
irom tne nuomas company s office
and Columbus advices. He waa about
59 years of age and a native of
Georgia. He was at the Rincon ranch
on the 10th and 11th of July. His
posVtflce was Walnut Wells, N. M.

Besides his brother at Santa Ana.
Kingsbury had four sisters. Mrs. B.
F. Godfrey. Atlanta. Ga.; Mrs. R. B.
O. England, Augusta, Ga.; Mrs. Belle
Strickland. Fairmont. Ga., and Mrs.
Saline K. Pritchett, Santa Ana, Tex.
Kingsbury owned property in El Paso
and it was said that his former wife
lives here. Njma M. Buehox has acted
as business agent for Kingsbury.

Theories advanced for the cowman's
disappearance are that either a Mex
ican enemy or a negro soldier de
serter from an American camp on the
border took Kingsbury's life.

PAY UP STAW1PS!

Manager McDowell Asks
Committees to Get Busy
and Make City's Quota.

"An earnest effort is urged by the
national war savings stamp commit-
tee, as well as tbe state war savings
stamp committee, that all local com-

mittees collect outstanding pledges to
date. There are a number of sujh
pledges on file in the woman's de-

partment of the El Paso headquar-
ters." said H. B. McDowell, manager
of the war savings stamp committee,
"and a letter has been addressed to
each pledged, asking them how many
stamps have been purchased. Accord-

ing to information on hand, it Is ap-
parent that many of the pledges have
been forgotten, although about 50
percent cf tbem have been more than
fulfilled. Where this is the case,
credit for the full amount of stamps
purchased may be secured by show-- j
ine the stamDS to the neighborhood
secretaries, or presenting them at
headquarters.

Committee Cannot Deliver.
"Some persons pledging have been

under the impression that the stamps
were to be delivered to them by the
war savings stamp committee. This
cannot be done. However, the neigh
borhood secretaries are authorized to
sell tbe stamps and furnish a receipt
for the amount of stamps so pur-
chased to tbe holders of these original
women's organisations for war sav
ings stamps. This is probably tbe
most systematic way to collect these
pledges and will entail the least
amount of office work.

May Pnrehase at Bank.
"If for any reason it is impossible

for a member of a woman s organisa-
tion W. S. S. to purchase the stamps
through the neighborhood secretary,
they may be purchased at war sav
ings stamp headquarters, in the First
National bank. In which case It Is
necessary to state the name of the
society to be credited and the name
of the pledger. Any one wishing to
be credited with the fnll amount of
stamps purchased should sign the let
ter addressed to them and state the
amount of their present investment,
and return same to woman's depart
ment, in the First National bank.

Must Uve Dp to Pledges.
"From the promises secured, it is

possible for El Paso to make its
quota, provided that all pledge are
lived up to. Hence the Instructions
from the national and state commit-
tees regarding the importance of
keeping up the regular payment on
pledges."
