Uniform Standard of Physical Examination Enables the
Men to Eemedy Weaknesses; United States National
Lawn Tennis Officials Welcome Standard; Prepare

' to Regulate Prom the Military Standpoint.

A N'N'OUNCEKKNT by surgeon Gen. lie courts in all the larger cities.

Gorgas of uniform standards of
physical examination to be used by
medical officers In examining recruits
indicates the service sport can render
in making men fit for the army. The
new standards apply to the regular
army, national army, and national
guard, and are based on the expe-
rience of the medical authorities dur-
ing the last year in examining thous-
ands of recruits.

The Requirements.
The official opinion as to the quali-

fications a man must possess to be a
good soldier follow:

The rule for all three armies is
that to make a good -- soldier a man
must see well, have comparatively
good hearing, his heart must he able
to stand the stress of physical ex-
ertion, he must be intelligent enough
to understand and execute military
maneuvers, obey commands and pro-
tect himself, and must be able to
transport himself by walking; as the
exigencies of military life may de-
mand."

Definition Helps.
Speaking as vicepresident of the

United States National Lawn Tennis
association. Julian S. Myrick said:

"The association Is glad to have
this concise definition of the govern-
ment's requirements for recruits, as it
gives us a definite object to attain.
For two years we have been working
in tnu direction, and we nave repeat-
edly urged upon our members the im-
portance of general participation in
sport because of the pnyseeal benefits
that result. Tournaments merely as
such have been discounted, and ail
our effort has been to accomplish the
greater possible progress In making
out nation physically fit.

The results are encouraging.
