Hero In Wreck

In North Sea
odb s orotner,

Wounded, Saves Com-

rade From Death.
An El Paso lad. Thomas Holliday,

brother of Robert Holliday, wag the
hero recently of a. most exciting
hydro-airpla- accident in the North
sea.

The cable dispatches in the
Int week-en- d edition told of the es-

capade, in which young Holliday,
after falling into the sea with two
comrades, rescued a third and kept
him above water until they could be
picked up by boats. Young Holliday
was all the time suffering from a
broken leg. One of the three men in
the Diane was killed in the
The pilot, ensign Herbert Lasher,
Tivoli, X. T-- , was renaerea uncon-
scious in the falL Telling the ac-
cident he sars.

"I owe my life to Thos. Holliday of
Texas, my other observer, ween l
hit. I broke my leg and was
unconscious. I didn't remember any-
thing until several minutes after,
when I came to with Holliday hold-
ing me on to a piece of wreckage. A
bone in Holliday's leg had been
broken in the fall and he was In acute
pain. Despite his broken leg. he he-
roically swam to me and rescued me
unconscious as I came up the second
time."

A strong Britsh force is driving
forward on the northern reaches of
the Hindenburg line. The British are
well inside the Drocourt-Qoea- nt line.

No Orcnntzed Counters.
As far as learned, no organized

counter attacks have been developed
by the Germans, but on the extreme
Britsh left determined opposition is
developing.

In one place along the line of battle,
four comparatively fresh German di-

visions and tbe remnants of four
other divisions were fighting against
three British divisions. An officer
from one of these enemy dvisions,
wheh was the second guad reserve,
said that his division had been in
the fighting for more than a week,
and that its effectives would number
less than 1006 men. In his battalion
only himself and -- I men survived,
he declared, adding that the German
losses had been heavier than any
they had previously suffered.

Ac it Defences Not Strong.
There is every sign that the enemy

is hurrying bis retirement to get be-
hind what is left of his defend I v- -. line.
This new line of defence he expected
to take up behind the canal du Nord.
is not considered very strong, and is
too near Douai and Cambral td. be
comfortable to the enemy.
