died airar, the pnraslt airplanes
were over the German lines.
Tbe clouds made it appear improb

able tbat there would be any great
display by the aviators and tbe foe
seemed to hide the enemy, but, flying
at a height of less than 700 vards. the
airmen swept down on the German
troops In the line and on the roads."Wagon trains were attacked and
dead horses and dead men blocked thepath of those who shortly afterwardsought avenues of retreat As the
akies cleared, the observers appeared,
with their fighting escorts, and aided
materially In correcting the aim of
the artillery, ahich had never ceased
'.is vigorous, harassing: fire.

Gna Shells Effrrllvr.
Gas shells were used plentifully by

the Americans in only a few in-
stances, but when they were used the
wprk was done effectively. One of
the places subjected to a heavy gas
attack was Vauquois. That historic
Place was known to be well fortified.
There was reason to believe that the
Germans might utilize the 40 miles of
suoterranean passages in the neigh-
borhood. It was flooded with earn
clouds and then enveloped by artillery
ure. uu aiso was used against cer-
tain woods, around which the Ameri
cans afterward marched, instead of
going directly through them.

Tank Men Escape Traps.
Information obtained only the day

before the attack enabled tbe officers
of the tank detachments to escape thetraps constructed at several places
and also the batteries of antitank
suns.

By midafternoon every division
headquarters began to look like a
prison camp. Groups of German pris-
oners, from a half dozen to 100, ap-
peared at the headquarters at Inter- -
vals. After being lined un and Ques
tioned, they were sent to the deten-
tion camps In tbe rear. For the most
part, the captured men were cheer-
ful: some apparently were joyfuL

Many of the prisoners were taken
in combat, but the greater part of
them had been forced to take cover
under the smother barrage and had
been left behind by their retreating
comrades. With them it was a case
of upraised hands.

Several officers were captured,
bat in this battle, as in previous
engagement, tbe officers were

ell In the rear when the retire
ment begun.
Every objective was made accord-

ing to schedule and in some cases
ahead of time. The first objective
was gained Just 40 minutes after the
Americans started. The French, on
the left, also kept tip a swinging
stride.

Information reaching the intelli-
gence officers indicated that the Ger-
mans bad expected the attack to be
made elsewhere.

Allied aviators continued busy
throughout the day behind the Ger-
man lines, attacking various targets.
Several tons of explosives were
dropped on the town of Sun sur
Meuse.

Foe Lines 'Well Prepared.
The lines from which the Germans

were forced were excellently prepared
and it would have caused no surprise
had the enemy offered sucn resist
ance as to make his withdrawal a
nnestion of davs instead of honrs.
Across the valley of the Aire the en
emy bad lines wmcn naa taxen
months to prepare, but the American
artillery'and Infantry forced the Ger
mans to aoanaon tnem wiiam lew
than three hours.

Bombardment Spectacular.

It
was a cloudless night and thousands
of guns all firing furiously, wreathed
the hills in a ceaseless sparkle of
flame like myriads of fireflies

For six hours the roar of the
eannon. like the roll of n giant
drum, was unbroken.
The enemy is reported to have been

suspicious of an attack somewhere
in the Champagne sector or toward
Brlev, and for the past 10 days was
watching this front closely. During
the 48 hours preceding the attack, he
had increased his reserves in this re-

gion from four to 2J divisions.

ferred to colleges for training In the
officers' training corps if they can
pass tbe examination and can se-- 1

cure the permission of their com-
manding officers for the transfer.

This information came to the Texas
School of Mines Friday In a tele-
gram from Maj. Walter Charming,
command-in- t of the training units for
colleges in Texas, to dean 3. H. Wor-
rell, of the Texas school at El Paso.

"Enlisted men desiring to take the
course in colleges lor the officers
training corps should apply," he wires,
"In the same manner that they would
apply for any other transfer."

This means through regular mili-
tary channels. Their status as sol-
diers would be unchanged, as every
young man who enters such a school
is mustered into the army and takes
tne same status aa a soldier in that
his uniform, rations and sleeping
quarters are furnished by the govern-
ment and he is paid a salary of $30
a montn.
advance of the American troops early
inursaay.

Retire to Jfw Lines.
A general review of the fight aftermany hours, indicates that the enemy

is stubbornly retiring to prepared
lines, to which all of his heavy ar--
uiiery nag oeen witnarawn.

This was the reason that his artil
lery reaction was inadequate during
tne eariy puses of tbe battle. The
staff work of the American army was
excellent, continuous touch was main-
tained between divisions and reports
were received without delay. The
transport of supplies is working with
out a hitch.

Tbe American attack began at 5 '30
oclock, on a 20 mile front between
the Argonne and the Meuse. The ar-
tillery preparation commenced on the
iianKs at ii:zu oclock Wednesday
night and on the whole front at 2:30
oclock Thursday morning.

Fine Night for Work.
It was of an extremely severe char-

acter and was carried to considerable
depth. Tbe German artillery, which
was not in position to bring a power-
ful cross fire on the front of attack,
was subjected to a gas bombardment
during the entire time. Tbe night
was fine, but a dense mist formed to-

ward morning, greatly increasing the
difficulties of the young troops, un-
accustomed to night work.

Aaaanlt Sneceda Kverywhere.
Notwithstanding this, the American

assanlt was successful evervwhere.
The enemy's front line was occupied
in advance of schedule and the pro-gre- ss

continues, although the enemy's
resistance is stiffening at certain
places where an attack apparently
was expected beforehand.

The Germans were forced to give up
positions of great strength, which for
years had proved almost impregnable,
Consequenlty a feeling of much satis-
faction is permissible, but it is too
early to announce definitely the re-

sults finally to be attained.
Baker Witnesses Start.

With the American Army in France,
eSpt ST. (Associated Press.) Secre
tary of war Newton D. Baker wit-
nessed the beginning of the American
drive along tbe front northwest of
Verdun Thursday morning at S oclock:
after the enemy positions had been
bombarded with high explosives and
gas shells, the American infantry ad.
vanced.

28TH AND 35TH1HVISI0NS
BELIEVED DOING FINE WORK

New Tork, Sept. 27. In mention-
ing that four towns, captured in the
American offensive, were stormed by
Pennsylvania. Kansas and Missouri
troops of Maj. Gen. Liggett's corps.
Gen. Pershing evidently referred to
men of the :8th (national guard) di-

vision as the Fennsylvanians. while
the KansaB and Missouri troops make
up the 35th (national guard ) divi-
sion. At last accounts the 28th was
under MsJ. Gen. C H. Muir and the
SSth under Maj. Gen. W. R. Smith. As
the army corps originally announced,
these two divisions were in the sec-

ond corps, under Maj. Gen. Robert Lee
Ballard.

In the 23th division. Col. George H.
McMaster. former senior major of
the lith United States infantry when
that regiment was stationed In El
Paso and later in Mexico with Gen.
Pershing, is a commander of the 137th
Infantry, a Missouri regiment. Maj.
McMaster is well known in EI Paso.
