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COMPENSATION ACT HAS GOOD POINTS
BUT ALSO HAS SEVERAL BAD FLAWS

there is ereat acitation over the proposed workmen s

cc .pensation law, an initiative measure to be submitted
o the voters as an amendment to the state's constitution.

The fight is nearly all within the ranks of organized labor.
One faction favors the measure, bat a larger faction op- -

posis it violently. When it was brought up for discussion
at the recent convention of the Arizona Federation of La
bor, endorsement was withheld. It was rejected by a vote
of 5 to 5.

Opposition seems to have been based partly on the as
sertion that the measure was framed by toe corporations
of the state, an assertion which has gone unchallenged,
but which has nothing to do with the merits or otherwise

f the proposed law. Its defendents explain that at one
;nie a joint committee of employers and labor representa
tives was formed to frame a compensation law, but its

-- ork was disrupted by changes in the Arizona Federation
' f Labor which also brought about a change of attitude on
he part of that organization. The employers' representa-

tives then went chead, secured copies of compensation laws
drafted for 17 other states, Texas included, and wrote what
'hey considered a stronger law, more favorable to the

orking man, than any of the patterns.
The measure is now before the voters for consideration.

Some of its chief sponsors are John L. Donnelly, former
president of the Arizona Federation of Labor; Folsom
Moore, organizer for the American Federation of Labor for
the district of Tucson; state senator William P. Kaheney,
ri Mohave county; J. E. Curry, secretary of the Arizona
chapter of the American Mining congress; N. A Kickersen,
manager of the Saginaw Manistee Lumber company, and
Andrew Kimball, president of the state board of trade.
The present president of the Arizona Federation of La-

bor, T. J. Croaff, and other labor leaders allied with him,
are much opposed to the proposed amendzcint.

This proposed compensation law cannot be presented

day for labor, and the native work-
man, bound by tradition and poverty
to his native island, has had nowhere
else to seek employment.

Not only
have a largo number of Porto Kicans
bees drafted, but a shipload of them
are to be brought to the United States,
where they will earn wages of almost
incredible slxe.

Returning to the matter of break-
fast.
