The Americans are using their
artillery freely to brenlc up the
enemy dispositions. The Germans
are depending turn machine gnu
fire at every advanced point In
their effort to check the Ameri-
cans.
The line fought for runs through

the northern Argonne woods and
eastward, along a line paralleling the
Epinonvllle-Mo- nt Faucon road to a
point near Iveiry. and thence north-
easterly.

Are Handicapped.
Thick clouds and ground mists

again hampered the airmen detailed
for observation today in the area of
the operation now In progress. The
conditions, however, did not prevent
entirely operations by the pursuit
planes of the American air forces.

In no previous engagement has
the pursuit machine displayed
greater indifference to weather
conditions. Xlcht flying has be-
come common, the airmen starting
off in the darkness and landing
by the light of flares. Their
course Is determined by flash sig-
nals.

Despite statements, made by pris
