Fighting Kaiser

Says Send More Knitted
Garments; Extols lhe

Y. M. C. A.
Praise for the Ked Cross knitters,

for the Y. M. C. A., for the Lrave
French women, for the brave soldier
fighters, permeates a letter to Mrs,
Helen Roberts, of El Paso, from a
doctor, a lieutenant, engaged In hos-

pital work in France. "Send some- -
thing: to read," he pleads His letter.
In part, follows:

"You cannot realize how welcome
your letters from friends are, nor how
very much their faith m us helps us
In life.

"You ask for my Impressions in this
ssd country. Perhaps my first one
was better expressed by a negro
trooper on boara our transport, who
remarked to me as our boat lay in
the harbor and tbe women in boats
came along side to exchange very
poor blown kisses for coins thrown
by the soldiers on deck: 'Mlstah Lieu-
tenant, we sho have come to a mighty
no rountrv' and so it was there
dirty, sordid, wicked, repulsive in the
present, wntie aoout us iay wonuer-f- ul

relics of an ancient, glorious his-
tory.

Dancer. From Ilaeierhu
"Then we went down into the cha-

teau district, where for a month life
was a Joy. visiting chateaus, renewing
my knowledge of French, and in ev
ery way enjoying life. Then rame the
orders to the line of advance, where
I have been for a month working in
my professional capacity. In our lit
tle hillside are tne graves oi several
thousand men whose simple cross
bears the legend "pour la France.
Here. In a French field hospital. I am
working, learning to combat the an-

aerobes (bacteria which exist only in
the absence of oxygen). In this sit-
uation, where, in practically the same
line, these cannon have been dealing
death for nearly four years, plowing
the same land, throwing up the dead
time and again, tne bacteria are oi a
very foimidable tyne. so that unless
one knows the technique developed by
the war. the smallest wound penetrat-
ing a muscle will become fatal in a
very few days. So. with a French
hospital, in association with a won
derful Basque surgeon, who is also
a great companion. I am working on
tbe French and American wounded.

"How little I can express of the

great admiration which really keeps
my throat very full of something
which chokes me. as from day to day
I help them fight their last battles
In the days of peace, we do not kno ?
man. We sinfply observe faim in hi.
daily routine, judging him by the
poor standards of our community life.

i Here, we learn what he is. We find
that many who do not know the se-
cret of living know well how to die.
The courage of these boys, the quiet
courage of the French, the noisy,
fighting spirit nf the American lad
who has tasted blood, will make vou
realise that if things will only go well
at home, there may be no worry about
the final conclusion of affairs here.

"Some time I shall tell you more of
these things nf the wonderful smile
which lights the dyine face of the
French hoy when a military medal Is
pinned on his breast. What an honor
to die for France' Oft times I won-
der if we Americans love our coun-
try as the French love France. God
grant that we phall never be called
upon to fight for our very homes,
but should we. T want to feel that
America would rise to the last meas-
ure of devotion as these people have
done. Here. lt anything be asked
and the duty is done, not with any
Idea of objection but with the ex-
pression Vest la guerre. and the
touch of black has entered almost
every home.
