WHEN HARVARD HIGHBROWS
FI.OCKHD TO A FIST FIGHT

A pugilistic encounter that had the
sanction of many of the professors of
America's oldest university was that
pulled off in Boston 31 years ago to
day, Sept. IS, 1187. with Ike Weir,
the "Belfast Spider." and Johnny
Murphy as the principals. Weir, who
was the first man to hold the feather
weight championship of the world un
der the Marquis of Queensberry rules.
was a native of Belfast, Ireland, and
at the time he met Murphy had been
fighting about two years. A few
months before he had fought Jack
Havlin for 3 rounds In the woods
near Westerly, R. I. Johnny Murphy
was a native of Boston, although of
Hibernian descent, and was then in-
structor In boxing at Harvard uni-
versity.

The students and man- - members
of the faculty swore by Johnny and
believed him to be the greatest little
scrapper in the world. The arrange-
ments for the Weir-Murp- battle
contemplated a fight to a finish with
three ounce gloves. Finish scraps
were then frowned upon by the Bos-
ton authorities, so the affair was kept
a secret.

Robertson, both writing from the war
zone, dwell on the splendid physical
getup of the soldiers that our country
has sent across the water to save
France from German devastation, and
both plead for the continuation of
athletics at home during the perloj
of the war.

Tbns, once more Is It forcibly
brought to tbe attention of every
man la this country who has it in
hli power to farther tbe continu-
ance of mnsele building and
morale building, sports like foot
ball and boxing sports, that, as
Ted Meredith writes, instil game-ne- ss

into a man that not a stone
should be left unturned la tbe ef-
fort to keep these competitions
alive in college, school and elub.
There are few better sports for the

conditioning of a man than cross
country running, and now that the
season for the bill and dale sport is
approaching, it hi not amiss to say
a word about Its possibilities as an
endurance maker for our soldiers and
sailors.
