BIRTHDAY OF AMERICAN LEAGUE
The American league, as a full

fledged major circuit, will pass it3
18th milestone today, for its was on
Oct. 14, 1900, that the magnates of
Ban Johnson's Infant institution held
a meeting in Chicago and decided to
expand by placing clubs In the big
eastern cities. American league his
tory readily dates back to 1879, when
the Northwestern league was
launched with clubs in Dubuque. Om
aha and Bockford.

It was in 19w that Ban Johnson,
the shoestring magnate, launched his
ambitious scheme to change the
western league Into the American
league. During the first season un-
der that name the league had clubs
in Chicago, iluwaukee, Cleveland,
Detroit. Indianapolis. Kansas City,
Buffalo and Minneapolis. The Amer
ican was a near major circuit in 1300,
but It still fell short of the ambi-
tions of Johnson and his fellow con-
spirators against baseball peace, and
at the October meeting in that mem-
orable year the old organization
wound tip its affairs and started a
new deal. In planning their eastern
invasion the American league back-
ers did not seek a war with the Na
tional league, but they must have felt
sure that It would come.

As a result of that memorable ses-
sion Connie Mack sold his interest in
the Milwaukee club and was awarded
the Philadelphia franchise, and Jim
Manning was given the Washington
club. Later, when the National league
decided that it was to be war, the
Johnson league decided to drop Buf-
falo and put a team in Boston. In
dianapolis, Minneapolis and Kansas
Ctty were also dropped to make room
for eastern clubs.

The American league chiefs be-
lieved they were doing the National
league a favor by heading off the
American association competition, but
president Young and his associates
man t see it tnat way, ana wnen the
National league held Its meeting the
American league was ignored, just as
if it wasn t in existence.

Throughout the 1301 season the
war raged merrily, to the disgust of
the fans, and to the great profit of
the players, some of whom jumped
back and forth many times, and were
never certain one day what league
they would be playing in on the mor-
row. At the close of the 1301 sea-
son It was seen that the Milwaukee
club couldn't hold Its own with the
other cities, and the franchise was
transferred to St. Louis. Baltimore
was also considered a losing propo
sition, and wnen it was decided to
have a club in New York, the Balti-
more franchise was the one trans-
ferred. McGraw and Johnson had
fought constantly, and Jawn had
jumped the league and took several
players with him to New York, to
play with the Giants. With the ad
ditlon of New York, the American
league reached its permanent and
present form.

GUIXY-GREGSO-X RATTLE.
It was just 181 years ago today,

Oct. 14. 1807. that John Gully defeated
Bob Gregson In 3$ rounds at New
market. Eng. A London reporter
wrote this description of the finish:
"The two bleeding warriors rolled
about the ring like a couple of
drunken men. unable to reach one
another or put In a blow. Still Gully
was thought to have the best of It
and finally brought the contest to an
end by a blow on the throat which
sent Gregson to the ground sense-
less. Gully had just strength enough
left to jump In the air with joy at
the welcome sound of victory, and
then collapsed." Gully and Gregson
fought again the following year, and
Gully won a Iear victory, becoming
champion of England.

' aviators was made as a feature of the
fourth LJberty loan campaign oi
Springfield.

The contest was played oa Pratt
Field, the modern athletic plant given
to the college by Herbert I Pratt,
vicepresident of the Standard Otl
company. Twenty-tw- o planes wero
used.

C. E. Wtnslow. of the Springfield
board of trade, announced the de-

tails of the novel event following a
conference with Elmer Berry, dean
of physical education at T. JL C A.
college and coach of the football
team. Mr. Berry agreed to postpone
the hour set for beginning the same,
if necessary, in order that the plans
of the Liberty loan committee might
he carried out which was done.

The Idea waa original with Mr.
Winslow and was conceived imme-
diately upon publication of the fact
that the T. M. C. A. collegians would
open their football season with the
Mitchell filer. Ho communicated at
once with JUieut ionls C. Schroeder,
who Is assigned to the Mineola field
to keep the aviators In physical con-
dition. Lieut. Schroeder flew to
Springfield with a pilot Monday to
map the route and make his choice
between the several tentative land-
ing site selected by ths loan com-
mittee. The flight was carried out
with complete success. This Is the
first time in history that a grid
eleven flew to the place of combat
