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They Help the First Man
diers Lose

THE young soldier whos early re- -
t llglous education had been sadly

neglected, but who found himself face
to face with grim realities In the bat.
tie front of Europe, who had recelxed
the ministrations of the welfare agen'
cles in training camp, on the train,
on the way over and at every
turn la Europe, expressed, sot
very elegantly but nevertheless very
Pointedly his new convictions when
he .prayed: "By Gosh, iKird. I wish
you'd have the churches teach the
people waat religion is."

I cite this incident because I wish
to bring the new religious message:
new, not so far as content is con-
cerned, but new so far as emnhasi
and direction is concerned. The one
outstanding religious fact, corrobor.
ated from all sides and br men of dlvergent religious antecedents Is, that
the men in battle are religious in the
sense that all religionists have ever
claimed, that religion is a natural
function of mankind: religions In the
pragmatic sense of deed.

Men tn Peril l'ray.Report after report has come from
soldier and observer that, when trvinir
moments are reacnea and the call for
heroic action Is heard, when none
knows but that the nresent Is tha last
moment wnen you in can maxe peace
with himself and his Creator, then
men pray as the heart dictates.

And since this report Is almost uni-
versal It may be well for us to ex
amine into the religion of the sol-
dier; to see whether or not the devel-
opment of liberal thought in the
realms of governmental affairs does
not at the same time nresace a like
liberal tendency In the realm of re-
ligion.

Early Tralnlnir Important.
Early tralnlnir has much to do with

the religious content of the mind of
tne soldier. The many hours spent
with his mother at church and of thedreary hours at Sunday school now
looms forth most enticingly. Before
nts hour of trial he would prepare
himself for the future by asking for
those rites held dear and efficient by
his beloved ones.

Thus we hear story after story of
men asking for special prayers and
communion, prayers and communion
that seemed futile in the dally con-
tacts of life hut which seem so over-
whelmingly Important now. The un-
certainty of the next hour forces a
candid selfexamlnatlon. The individ-
ual dwarfs when he sees himself a
unit among thousands and millions,
simply obes'lng orders: the ego loses
its assertiveness at such an hour.

The "Strong Defence" of the ages
becomes a reality. Duty and service
become the biggest words in the lan-
guage, and to do one's duty well thehighest possible form of service. Thepsalmists word rise upon the lips
""What Is man that thon art rnlndfnl
of him or the son of man that thou
vtsitest him. (Pa. S:5.)

Distinctions Fade Away.

brow and there a bandage for a
wounded limb: here a cake of choco-
late to refresh the body and there a
smoke to revive the spirit.

And these men are the representa-
tives of the great religious bodies.
They stand for Catholicism and Prot-
estantism and Judaism and yet they
do not limit their ministrations to any
particular sect. Every soldier Is their
charge; the first to come Is the first
served.

As a young corporal who was
trained at Camp Bowie recently wrote
from "over there:" "There Is no Jew.
no Catholic, no Protestant over here.
They are Just soldiers and the chap-
lain or "T" man or welfare worker
helps the first man that he comes
across that needs it."

A Unifying Religion. Force.
And this thought has become part

of the mental makeup of more than
2.000.600 men tn France and probably
an equal number in training over here.
Tt is a revolutionary force In their.
lives. The old separatist doctrines
have no place In their lives: the new
unifying religious force Is active In
their dally vocations.

Creed and Up service mean nothing
to them: deed and right living mean
everything; confessions of faith may
have their value, but a square deal
has greater value. They know only
American citizenship In action on the
battlefield and they stop not to ask
the religious conviction of the men
fighting at their side.

Death In Cattle on Atonement.
Irvin S. Cobb and Pvt. Peat In Chau

tauqua lectures at Winona Lake, In-
diana, voiced the opinion that the sol-

dier dead, sacrificing themselves for
their country, were sure or divine for
giveness and a heavenly place. We
cannot Imagine any men more worthy
of heavenly bliss than the flower of
our young manhood that Is laying
down Its life to make democracy sale
"r the future generations. And yet

the International Association of
Kvangelists, with 365 members, passed
the following resolution:

"Whereas, the statement has been
made from the platform of the Wi-
nona Bible conference and elsewhere
that the solider dying In battle is as-
sured at once the blessing of heaven,
be It resolved, that the International
Association of Evangelists takes

to such a statement and re
affirms the plain Bible teaching that
salvation depends on one's personal
relationship to jesus cnrist."

Soldier Care Little for Dogma.
I hope It will not be considered

sacrilegious on mv nart to cat that
questions like these do not give much
concern to tne zignting men, nor win
they be seriously considered bv these
men when they return. They will not
quibble about the "plain Bible teach-
ing when, from the experiences on
battlefields, their hearts cry aloud
that their comrades "were sure of
divine forgiveness and a heavenly
place." To them religion means more
than Droving dogma from Bible teach
ings. To them religion is part of
life.

Thus from the trying hours of the
past few years there will come a
newer interpretation of religion and
a broadening of religious Influence.

ZVaytow Religion Cant Survive.
Religion will some from the testing

fires of battle and test its deductions
In the realms of peace and woe to the
faith that does not read the signs of
the time correctly. Democracy in
religion must step side by side with
government by the people in a world
made safe for democracy. I am firmly
convinced that the faith which
claims to possess the only road to
heaven and the keys to the golden
gates is a faith which cannot sur
viva, the return of pur men from the
battlefield. They will demand a faith
which- will meet their sonl craving
ana sucn a taitn cannot be seuisn.

Don't Be Narrow In Giving.
We can prepare our churches and

ourselves for this day of reckoning
best by giving our share to the Unit-
ed war work campaign as we have
never given before. The president,
in his letter urginc this united cam-oalg- n.

By uniting our efforts, by fully sup-
porting the work of all agencies rec-
ognized by the government, by being
Americans in action and not only In
words, we can prepare for that new
religions life that will come with the
return of our boys. Let us prepare
for the new era which will follow the
world war, the era when the churches
will teach theceople what religion Is,
the era of liberal religions and liberal
governments.

It takes the place of the word "war."
Tho word was brought la through
action of religious todies In central
Europe, which have gone ahead of
their governments In appeals to cor-

responding bodies in the United States
to help them secure self determina-
tion and liberty.

Baptists ot Russia have appealed to
the world Baptist unien to assist them
to liberty. The Independence of Bo-

hemia, whose uprising in Prague was
reported by cable, have appealed to
the Congregatlonallsts, In the person
of well known leaders in the United
States to assist them. At a meeting
of Lutherans to bo held in New York
within a fortnight, an appeal will be
presented from Lutherans of Germany.
The Catholics of the varying rites
In the Balkans and In Asiatic Turkey
have applied to the pope to protect
their rights in tbe general adjustment,
and help them In rebuilding.

Methodists of Bulgaria and South
Germany have already sent their
pleas to the Methodists of America
and the Wesleyans of England, and
Sir Robert Perks, perhaps the fore-
most Methodist layman of tbe world,
has taken up their cause, he an-
nounces.
