France 'sAppeal
Formed Basis Of
Aerial Program

Maj. Gen. Kenley Recounts
American Progress In

Aeronautics,

Washington, D. d, Dec 11- - An ap
peal by premier CTemenceau, of
France, for an American contribution
of 20 00 planes a month, and a total
of 5600 aviators and 50,000 specialized
mechanics formed the basis for the
aircraft program to which the United
States committed Itself in the war.
This was disclosed today by Maj. Gen.
William !. Kenley, director of mili
tary aeronautics. In his annual report.

This country had never trained an
aviator sufficiently to meet the de-
mands of overseas aerial warfare."
Gen. Kenley points out, in illustrating
the difficulties the nation faced in
seeking to comply with the urgent
appeal for aid made by France

Knowledge Iaeklng.
"It had not the slightest knowledge

of tho necessity for the radio, pho-
tography, or enlisted personnel. Con-
sequently, the first men largely
trained themselves before teaching
others and experience led on from
one course to what was to come next."

Despite this handicap, 4980 men had
been graduated as reserve military
aviators, the first returning for pilots
by June 30, 1915, the report says, and
110 bombers. s bombing pilots. 454
observers, 2S9 observer pilots and 131
pursuit pilots had been graduated on
that date from the advanced training
schools.

153 Training Fatalities
In the year ending last June 30,

there were 15S fatalities in training,
or an average of one death to 2634
hours and 201.000 miles flown. Stalled
engines, usually due to an error of the
pilot, caused 86 deaths; collisions 30
and side slips ten.

"Regrettable as these accidents
are." the report says, "it is felt that
considering the newness of the science,
the early state of development of the
planes, the inexperience in instruc-
tion and the necessity of teaching
stunts, in tnemseives rather danger-
ous, this number Is not large As a
matter of aerial statistics, fatalities
in American training are less than
half as large as those of the other
allied countries.

The report says that 440 balloon
officers also had been graduated, 155
of whom were fully qualified ob-
servers during the year.

"England appeared to intend to

crush Germany, and France showed a
similar attitude President Wilson
was the only head of an allied power
uho did not appear to have this in
mind. Emperor William could not
bring himself to yield Alsace and
Lorraine.

"Resardlng emperor William. I feel
that he did not want the war. but he
did not know how to get out of It. I
was minister to Rumania when thewar began and I honestly believe that
no one wanted hostilities to begin. Ihave the Impression that neither em-
peror Francis Joseph, emperor Will-la- m

nor their ministers wanted war.
I might explain the fact that war
started by saying that there was too
much diplomatic bluffing, with every
one looking for the other fellow to re-
cede from his position.
