Do everything as you take your
daily bath, or when you wash just
before retiring. Wash the under part ,

of the chin well with soap and very
warm water. Then massage or, rather. '

hands, not too gently, not too

"Kneading is the best descriptive
term, for you do handle it as you
yonld handle dough. Yoa want to
break an the fat under the skin so the
blood carry it off. bat yoa don't
want to stretch or pall the cuticle.

Then roll the head around over the
shoulders especially so as to cet i il

As soon as I learned ot charges
that I had not stated my financial
condition to the draft board. I at-- t
emoted to obtain my original papers

or permit same to be seen by the
local draft board. They advised me
that positive Instructions prohibited
the registrant or any other person, or
authorities irom seeing same witn- -
oat an order from the governor of. 'a ,- .- a.iac slat, or luc prutw.1 yuisuat iscu- -
era at wasningioa.

promptly referred ray request to the
state adjutant wno in turn obtained
telegraphla authorisation from the
provost marshal general whereby
the local draft beard has furnished
me with certified copy of that part
of my draft papera relative to my
financial condition, and which prove
conclusively the groundlessnem - of
such statements.

In the first method of recording
draft registrants, the registrant was
ordered to appear for physical exami-
nation, after which registrant was
ordered to aonear to either claim
exemption or be Inducted Into service. ! fIf exemption was claimed, registrant
was Interrogated by a member of the
beard as to the grounds. And hi the
case of dependents, registrant was
asked his financial condition, which
was duly noted by the hoard mem-
ber In pencil on the statement where-
in registrant claimed exemption.
After such Interrogation, exemption
was allowed or disallowed.

Where exemption was not allowed
by the local board, appeal was taken
to the district board.

I now have a certified copy from
the local draft board ot my original
papers. This copy shows that an-
swering to Interrogations my finan-
cial condition was given, promptly
as soon as first asked, and bears no
indication of the statement being
questioned or disputed.

Later draft regulations were con-
tinually changing, and with the In-
stallation of the questionnaire. It was
ordered that all registrants not ac-
tually In the military service were to
fill out a questionnaire and be classed
according to the new rules and regu-
lations from information required
and furnished by the registrant in
the questionnaire. I have a certifiedcopy of my original questionnaire
that part that refers to ray financial
condition and same shows my finan-
cial condition as stated by me waa
undisputed or questioned.

The statement as to flnanawal condi-
tions was Identical tn the two reports,
and the figures have never been
questioned.
