Have Reached Conclusions, Disregarding the U.S.

TITASHINGTON. D. C. Jan. 29. An
il other demand for Immediate

withdrawal of American troops from
Russia was made in the senate today
by senator Johnson, of California, in
an address, vigorously erltistng the
Russian course of the United States
and the allies.

Military activities In Russia
were denounced by senator John-
son as "wicked and useless," and
"a criminal poHey of Interven-
tion,' which had helped hold the
Bolshevlkl la power while starv-
ing the Itusslsn people.
Declaring again that America has

no policy In Russia, senator Johnson
added:

"We have engaged in a miserable
misadventure, stultifying our profes
sions (of friendship for the Russians)
and setting at naught our premises.
We suffer tbe odium and Infamy of
undeclared warfare."

Senator Johnson also criticised
delay in the peace negotiations
and declared anew for an Ameri-
can policy to bring; home all
American troops from forelxn
service at the earliest possible
moment, warmly opposlas their
use to maintain stability of peaee
In Etrropean countries.
"Bring home Americas soldiers,

said the California senator: "resume
our own democracy, and Its free ex-
pression. Get American business into
normal channel a. Let American life,
social and economical, be American
again."

Speaking of the Paris agreement,
catling for the meeting of Russian
factions, the senator said:

We are wholly in the dark as to
what Is contemplated when all par-
ties meet on an almost uncharted
Island, but we are becoming accus-
tomed to the open diplomacy, by
which the dairy communiques, with
few words telllne; nothing, soothe the
perturbed spirits of the Democratic
peoples of the world."

Criticises use of Troops.
Senator Johnson criticised use of

American troops to aid In setting up
and maintaining Independent coun-
tries in Europe.

-- I would not shed tbe blood of
one American boy In the Internal
disturbances or LJtnonla. uto-nl- a,

etc" he said. --I will not
concede that It ts the doty of the
republic to maintain order In a
Jnaro-SI- av or Cseeho-SIavoki- a.

The senator suggested that the Eu
ropean nations, some by secret
treaties, which would be enforced,
were likely to thwart the altruistic
purposes expressed by president Wil-
son In his 14 principles.

The first point for open diplomacy,
he declared, had largely been ignored,
while the second point, regarding free-
dom of the seas, "has been lost for a
considerable period now In historical
mystery and rests in oblivion witn
the unrealised dreams of the Akound
of Swat."

Points Seem Submersed.
The third, fourth and fifth points

of the president on removal of eco

lofely beginning. The decision of tfce
western powers to taice tne uennan
colonies for themselves is borne of a
spirit dlametricauy opposed to that
proclaimed by president Wilson. Itappears more and more as If it were
tne intention of tbe western imperial-
ists to leave to Mr. Wilson tbe merry,
musical and declamatory roles of tbe
performance and to reserve for them-
selves the business end of the show.
We Germans would prefer an honest
policy of stand and deliver to a policy
of Imperial aggrandisement, adorned
with ethical and oratorical phrases.

"Dot since America has not yet
agreed to the pact, ne shall later
see whether America can do any-thi- ns

except make speeches.
(The official text of the passage In

president Wilson's speech of Saturday
alluded to In the foregoing, as trans-
mitted from Paris Saturdav night,
reads as follows:

'It (the United States) would feel
that It could not take part in guaran-
teeing those European settlements
unless guarantee Involved the contin-
uous superintendence of the peace of
the world by the associated nations
of the world.)

Gourand Supports Foeh.
Coblena. Germany. Jan. 29 (By the

Associated Press). Supporting mar-
shal Fochs opinion that the French
should remain on the Rhine, Gu.Gouraud, under whom the Americansfought in the Champagne, made a
similar declaration to the American
commander today.

"The Americans will ero home when
peace is declared and the British Willi
B. home when peace is declared. But!
the French will remain on the Rhine
as a strategic barrier." he said

Regarding territorial adjustments,
senator Johnson said:

Crane
and Italy reached their conclu-
sions and the president is srp
against the contracts, signed,
sealed nnd delivered and in thepockets of the aides.
"If tbe president could cause then

secret peace treaties to be disregard-
ed, and compel the altruistic peace
which he has so often spoken." saidsenator Johnson, "it would ba thegreatest achievement of any states-
man of any time."

Senator Johnson said "the prin-
ciple of self determination had
fallen by the wayside.
He recalled questions presented to

the associated nations last March by
the Russian soviet governmenr. andrefusal of the American government
or the allies to give an answer. The
United States government, he assert-
ed. Induced New York Socialists andanarchists to send messages to Lenin
and Trotzky.

After citing president Wilson's ad-
dress and other documents regarding
Russia, he added:
