While admitting that he had failed to improve strbels, parks
or other public places, he did pot attempt to explain why his admn-
utration of the cily’s affamrs was 10 much mare costly than was that
of his imrmediate pradecessor in office.

It should be remembered m this connechion that during the
Lea admimsiration many miles of streets were paved, the fire de-
partment was motorized, parks were ealarged and wnproved asd
thousands of dallars spent i supplying water and sewerage for the
great national guard camps which were established iy and around El
