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. The old painters distin
guished between the Assumption of
the body and the Assumption of the
soul of the Virgin. The one represents
tne eartn ana its sorrows, death and
the Krave: the other, the Dare soirit
of the Mother soaring upward to be
reaniiea with ner son zorerer.

Thus the art of Venice reached Its
height In the 15th centry. The earliest
settlers there bad been people who
sought repose from the terrible At-tll- a.

In C97 these colonists banded
together, made a manifesto, creating
a Doge, or Duke, investing him with
the fun power of a ruler. He was
president of a council of ten. When
he was installed there was a grand
celebration. The new Doge was given

I a ring which he would throw Into
t the sea, swearing his allegiance to the
commercial interests of Venice before
any other influence. Venice, for a
great many years, held herself aloof
from papal influence. The people,
forced from their homes and habits
of living, established themselves in-
dependently, and so the aristocracy
sprang from a humble class of self
made men. This little colony long
lay under the influence of Bysantlne
art and so early Venetian art" was
very oriental, very gorgeous ad
elaborate. The pleasure loving people
with waterways for streets, gondolas
for conveyances, a balray climate,
lived out of doors most of the time,
so Instead of decorating the interior of
their homes and public buildings, they
decorated the outside with handsome
mosaics. This oriental influence had
its beginning when Doge Enrico In
1214. with the aid of French crusaders
captured Constantinople. For several

' centuries Venice was only an eastern
art colony, until In the 15th century,
she roused herself at last through the

j talents of the Bellini family, and
founded a school of painting destined
within the next 200 years to surpass
all others in brilliancy, and to' that of Florence in ability.

TItlan'a Early Work.
At the zeaith of culture in Venice

we find the celebrated Titian. From
early childhood he painted. There is
a legend that when a child, he did not
use ordinary chalk or charcoal, bat
that the juices of flowers were his
childish colors. His partiality for
fine landscape, deep blue skies, and
mountain scenery, so often visible in
the background of his pictures. Is
traced hack to the beautiful
surrounding his birthplace. When
nine years old his father took him
from his urban home to Venice, and
placed him under the tutelage of a
painter and worker in mosaic. From
this school he went to that of the
Bellini, where he gained new ideas
of art and In the prime of life
Titian was left without a rlvaL For
a few years he spent his time
rating the palaces of the Anetlan
nobles. Then he was summoned to
Ferrara by the duke Alpnonso I.
where he remained several years
painting for this prince some of his
Imest works. There he made por-
traits of the court beauties, which are
unsurpassed today. He delighted In
delineating women. While he v
more familiar with the material than
with the spiritual, yet his subjects
never degenerated Into coarseness.

Later & second invitation to Rome

by pope Paul HI took-Titia- n thither
where he left many woaderfol exam-
ples of his art. He was already la his
7th year, when Charles V of Spain,
his patron and ardent admirer,

the artist to come to his court
at Ausenrg: The emperor at 59 was
far older than the painter at 7. An
incident ts related that ts snpnosed
to hare taken place there: Titian
dropped his pencil, and Charles, tak-
ing It ap and presenting It, replied to
the artists excuses that "Titian was
worthy of being served by Caeser."
Upon the death of Charles, his succes-
sor became Titian's patron, bat Phil-
lip n evaded his debts and the artist
went an recompensed. He returned to
Venice where he opened a laxnrions
home to hts friends and patrons.

Every distinguished man of the age
was eager to have Titian paint his
portrait. He kept many of his works
to present to his friends to gain their
favor. For half a century he lived
amid pleasure and social gayetles.
Probably no other painter in the
world's history was ever granted so
long a life in which to develop his
art. He grew tn excellence as he
grew In age. When in 1576 the plague
ravagea itaiy. rman ana nis son were
Its victims. The artist was 99 years
old. Historians tell us that be was
robbed upon his death bed by a band
of ruffians, who broke Into his house
and carried off his jewels and pic
tures. His only remaining child, 'a
worthless son. came from Milan to
Venice, sold the rest of hi property
and soon squandered all his Inheri
tance. Titian was buried in the church
of the Fraxl the Senate, In considera-- ;
tion of his renown, having departed
from tbe usual rule of refusing honor-
able burial to the victims of tbe
plague.

With the passing of Titian, passed
the glory of Venetian art. Pope Julius
It with the emepror of Germany, and
the kings of France and Spain,

Venice. During the French
revolution It became a part of Austria,
and after that country was defeated;
by Prussia, tbe city and province ofi
Venice was ceded to Napoleon IIL
Later It was united with tbe kingdom
ef Italy. The last pope was chosen
from Venice. England had become a'
powerful maritime nation and de-- 1
strayed her sea commerce. And so
the Klory of Venice faded. In a state
of decay, the Imperial city is almost
apaoaooed except for the tourists.
