Operation Continues.
Salt Lake City, Utah, Feb. 26. An

additional 173 men employed at the
Garfield smelter, of the American
Smelting Refining Co., quit their
work today, it was officially an-

nounced by C W. Whitley, manager
of the plant. This brings the total
of men who have walked out to 259,
according to Mr. Whitley.,

Everything Is peaceful at Garfield
and at Bingham, where the mines of
the Utah Copper company are located,
according to company officials and
the sheriff. Those who have quit
their work have left the scene. The
Magna concentrator of the Utah Cop-
per company will voluntarily close
tomorrow. It was announced today.

Mr. Whitley announced today that
every effort would be made to keep
the Garfield smelter busy. Until suf-
ficient men fail to appear for work,
he said, the plant will not close.

The men are striking In protest
against the recent wage cut of 75
cents day.

'The strike on the Mexican lines is
still on but as soon s the wage ques-
tion (In this country) has been settled
and work gets down to normal, the
chief executives expect to take up the
Mexican question."
