His father
was organist of the charming old
church at St. Eulalie and all of the
Bonnet family were musicians. Bon-
net says he will never forget the firit
tune ne cried to play upon tne orKan
in his father's church. He was 9 years
old and had studied piano for a num-
ber of years. He seated himself on
the high bench and when he beard
the rich tones resounding through the
church, he says be felt as though he
were in Paradise.

He began the study of music with
his father. When he was but 14
years of age he was appointed organ-
ist in the chart h of St. Nicholas.
Shortly after that he went to Paris
and studied under Alexandre Gull-ma- n

t at the Conservatoire Nationale
de Muslque, where he gained thegreatest distinction a brilliant Pre-
mier Prix of organ and improvlsatfou.

The celebrated post of organist at
the church of St. L'ustache In Paris
was won by Bonnet over innumerable
competitors with a unanimous vote of
the directors. Many delightful hours
were spent in the historic church.

Bonnet has done more than anyone
else to make popular the organ as a
concert instrument in America, and
El Pasoans are. very fortunate in
having this man appear in concert us
ing in his interpretations the won-
derfully toned echo pipe organ at
the McNary heme.
